SYRACUSE, N. Y, Dec. 16—
George H. Payne, Federal Com-
eiunications sald to-

day fhat people in South America
are “riled” by the character of ad-
vertising in United States short
wave broadcasts.

not realize there is no year “0"”.

Any person familiar with the
calendar system will realize the er-
ror, said Prof. Campbell, who is con-
nected with the university mathe-
matics department.

OTTAWA, Can, Dec. 17—Ind
teresting and slgnificant statistic
on Canada trade have been issyed
here by the Dominion Burea. of
Statistics.

For the seven months to the
end of October Canada imported
from Empire countries goods to the
value of £22,000,000, being an in,
crease of 15.4 per cent, over thy
same months of last year. Thy
United Kingdom contributed £14,.
500,000 of the total, Australia 1.
100,000, New Zealand £400,000, Brit.
ish South Africa £600,000.

In the same perlod Canadian im-
ports form foreign countries reache
ed a total of £45,000,000, an in.
crease of only 3.6 per cent.

For' the seven months Canadian
exports to Empire countries galued
7.4 ver cent. to reach a total of
£44,000,000, the United Kingdom
taking goods to the value of £35-~
000,000. Exports to foreign countries
advanced 15.7 per cent. and reached
£21,000,000,

October - exports to Fmpire
countries had a value of £10,000,000,
being the highest figure reached in
any month since December, 1928.
