Blockhouses and defence walls
were built and the Chinese provin-
cial administration supplied arms
and ammunition against possible
bandit attacks. Palmer's object was
sald to have been more altruistic
than commercial = in-that he had
great plans for aiding the Chinese
to improve their condition through
teaching modern farming methods.
Appreciating however the need of
applying business methods  in
promoting his welfare work, Palm-
er had at the time of his death
practically completed the organiza.
tion of a corporation, which had
been registered in the Harbin con
sulate and was awaiting registra-
tion in Shainghai. Palmer was to
have bcen president and O. Omran
representing Franklin H. Palmer,
Inc.,, Boston. vice-president. It was
Palmer’s intention to .turn over to
the new corporation the control of
business and financial affairs while
he devoted himself to manage-
ment of the ranch.
