Under the heading: “King Canary
Still Refuses to Twitter,” this Cock-
ney connoisseur of letters, who has
as little respect for age, as he has|%
for good taste, .commences his on-|%
slaught upon Dr. Bridges, now in his| &
84th year, with the callous state-
ment that “Longevity may be a pri-
vate blessing, but it is sometimes a
public curse.”

Having characterized the Laureate
as “a barnacle, whose tenacity is
equalled only by his  taciturnity,”
and luridly denounced him for his
reticence, he.inconsistently proceeds
to suggest that - the poet’s silence
had-been no great loss to letters
after all. For in the opinion of Mr.
Douglas, Dr. Bridges is “a pendant
and a prosodist, rather than a poet,
an arid theorist' whose theories have
produced dull and dreary doggerel.”
