Day Banquet

Dr. Gerald J. Lunz who, as
Supreme Physician of the Knights
of Columbus, is the first Canadian
to ooccupy one of the highest
positions in the order, was guest
speaker at the annual Columbus
Day banquet in The Charlotte-
town last evening.

Before a group of some 13§
Knights representing all parts of
the Island, Der.. Lunz stated that
he represented Canada and, al-
though stationed in New Haven,
was proud to remain a Oanadian,
Outlining the responsibilities of
his high-office he pointed out that
meédical and insurance depart-
ments came under his jurisdic-
tion. “Seventy milllon dollars had
been paid to widows, children and
dependents to date, while three
millions had been distributed to
relleve those needy in their old
age,” he stated. “Increasing mem-
bership now totalled 273,394 with
a capital of $823,000,000” he con-
tinued, “and our fraternity ranks
fourth in the national fraternal
organizations with a seat on the
executive.”

Dr. Lunz pointed out that the
Knights of Columbus had pioneer-
ed the blood donor programme
which looked after members ard
their familles, and stated that
this programme does not conflict
with any other similar service.

Introduced Speaker

Hon. Dr. W. J. P. MaoMillan,
O.B.E, Master of the Fourth De-
gree for Nova Scotla and Prince
Edward Island, in introducing the
guest speaker, mentioned that he
came froen Hamilton which had
glven gseveral lllustrious sons to
this Order. He welcomed Dr. Lunz
stating that though widely trav-
elled, his education would now be
complete, as “no man's education
has been complete unless he has
been to the Island.”

The toastmaster, Lt.-Col. L. F.
Macdonald, ED,, Grand Knight of
the Charlottetown Council, first
proposed the toast to Our Churah,
and Rev. R. G. Ellsworth, M.Sc.,
D.D. responded by giving a short
history of the Ohurch and exhort-
ing his hearers to ask themselves
U they possess the three necessi-
ties—life, truth and love.

Capt. Vernon L. MacDonald, M.
C, in responding to the toast Our
Country, stressed the part Canada
is playing in world affairs, and
Mr. Clarence H. McGuigan, Hun-
ter River, called for acts of good-
will and brotherly love to mem-
bers and non-members allke,
thereby bringing honour and glory
to God, Church and state.

A motion of thanks to the guest
speaker was made by Mr. George
Cheverle and seconded by Mr.
Eugene Cullen, M.L.A., Speaker of
the Lesgislature.

Bishop Boyle

its fall” His BExcellency, Most
Rev. James Boyle, Bishop of
Charlottetown said he was sure
that they had sll been inspired
by the speakers, with a new zeal
and fervor, to go out and further
the Kingdom of Christ.

Murley, manager of the Charlotte-
town office sald yesterday. 106 men,
most of them from Saint John,
Monoton and Shediac, arrived in
the Province Wednesday evening
to assist with the work. 68 went to
Prince Cominty farmers and the
remaining 37 were distributed in
Queen’s and King's Counties. No
more workers will be brought from
the mainland as the demand for
farm labour is no longer insistent.

Other sources estimated 1t may
take two or three years to bulld
new furnaces to boost the coun-
try's production above its current
rate of 3,100,000 tons.

The reduction is made necessary
by a growing shortage of steel in
the U.S. This scarcity, in tum,
results divectly from U. S. Govern-
nent defence orders being placed
with the American steel industry.

The agrecment between the two
countries calls upon Canada, if
necessary, to apply whatever con-
trols may be needed to pui the
reduction into effect.

These are the reduced amounts
to be imported during the next
three months:

Structural steel — 35000 tons, a
reduction of 34 per cent of the
1047 quarterly rate and 38 per cent
of the 1948 rate.
