LONDON, Aug. 28—The men of
the Royal Canadian Navy played
a dashing part in the fierce com-
mando attack on Dieppe last week,
with officers and ratings of the
Dominion's expanding naval force
manning the landing craft which
carried the attacking ferce ashore.

There were at least 15 officers
and 45 ratings on the raid. Some
of Canadian land-
ing craft flotillas in action for the
first time after seven months of
arduous training in England on
combined operations.

Olhers were Canadian  officers
serving with the Royal Navy.

Lieut, Saunders

Taking the infantry into the
main beach at Dieppe in  other
tvpes of assault craft were Lieut,
Douglas Saunders, Charlottetown,
P.EI, and Sub-Lt. Northgrace of
Toronto. Sub.Lt. George Clarke of
Victoria was engineering officer
abeard ove of the mother ships
which carried the landing craft to
the Normandy coast.

Lieut, Dave Lewis of Westmount,
Que., and several other Canadians
were in one of the roughest actions
1 a flotilla of 25-foot sled-

near Dieppe ran into a Ger-
man convoy east of that port.

A Wild Engagement

After a wild naval engagement
in the darkness in which both
fleets scattered, the boats in which
Lewis was riding broke away and
landed 19 soldiers of an English
commando company, the only men
to get ashore at this point,

These troops took up positions
on high ground overlooking the
Nazl batteries and sniped at the
gunners for four hours, preventing
them from firing on British ships
off Dieppe.

Lewis, in describing the action
off Berneval, where his unit was
assigned, said the raid fleet met
the enemy convoy about 10 miles
from France and starshells lit up
the sky to starboard immediately.
In the convoy were two E-boats
an armed trawler, a flak ship and
a tanker. The Nazis, he said, open.
ed up at once with the ack-ack
guns,

Tracer shells and bullets seared
night with their colored
streaks and weird dotted lines of
desth, The raiding flotilla fought
back with everything it had.

One British flak ship knocked
out the E-boals and trawler,

At the height of the fight the
officers on Lewis's boat held a con-
ference, All realized the impor-
tance of keeping the Nazi protect-
ing guns near Dieppe at Berneval
silenced.
