Amendments to the act, the brief
declared, might be needed to meet
conditions that have changed since
it was passed in 1927,

The board recommended, too, that
“elass arbitraries” in effect April
7, 1948, between Maritimes origin-
ating points and other stations in
Canada be kept constant in any
general rate increase that might
be given the railways.

These “arbitraries” are rates that
are set—as the name suggests—arb-
itrarily by the railways, without
particular reference to the distance
involved in a haul. The April 7 date
is the day before the general 21-
per-cent freight-rate increase went
into effect last year.

In connection with the Maritime
Board of Trade proposal for drop-
ping C.N.R. rates on goods in this
area, a suggestion of Mr, Matheson
was that the C.P.R. might be reim-
bursed from the federal treasury to
make up for low rates it would
have to put into effect to pick up
traffic against low-rate competi-
tion.

On Stomach

CARMAN, Man,, July 13 —(CP)
—You can't keep a good man down,
they say, even if his handicap ap-
pears unsurmountable,

Take plucky Peter Dyck. He has
been paralyzed and forced to lle
on his bac(‘; for 12 years, and yet
he is probably the most widely-
travelled motorist in Manitoba.
Peter is 37 years old now. In
the fall of 1937 he was returning
to his home in Saskatchewan b
trucx after doing  harvest worl
when the truck was struck by a
car coming off a side road.

Peter suffered a broken  back.
The' 13 other persons in the .truck
esca] with mimor. injuries. In
his first six years in hospital here,
Peter remained in bed, unable to
go_anywhere.

In 1943, he was given a machine
built on bicycle wheels and driven
by a washing machine motor. The
next year he had a vehicle built
on motorcycle wheels and driven
by a largéer motor. He kept this
one for two years.

In 1946, with the help of friends
and with' money he had saved he
bought a jeep. He drew up blue-

prints of an arrangément enabling
him to drive the jeep while lying
on his stomach. H.H. Garbrant

of Plum Coulee made the interior
alterations for him.

The jeep has a bed raised to the
height ‘of the steering wheel. The
gearshift is the same as that on
any other car. The accelerator,
clutch and brake are all on the
same lever. When the top of the
lever is turned, the car accelerates.

Dual-Purpose Lever

When the lever is pulled back one
notch it acts, as a clutch, and
when it is pu\led back any further
it acts as a brake. The jeéep has a
radio set and a heater.

Peter travels in his jeep only in
the wanmer months. The rurses
carry him from his bed in Carman
hospital and place him in the
jeep. He usually begins driving at
10 o'clock in the morning, and
continues until it's time to go back
to bed at 10 p.m. He has_spent only
two nights away from the hospital
in 12 years.

At mea]l times he drives to the
back of the hospital and the cook
brings him his lunch on a tray.
During the day he travels around
Carman watching  people work.
“I'm a carpenter at heart and
love to watch men building,” says
Peter, “I have watched the con-
struction of the new Carman hos-
pital from the time they started
excavating until the ri‘bbon was
cut.”

Peter travels a good deal to
reighboring towns, where he has
many friends. Most of his trips
he maXes to Winkler, where he
has four sisters. His longest trip
was to Rock Lake, 92 miles from
Canman.

In the summer of 1947, he drove
6,400 miles. Last year he travelled
9500 miles. His maximum speed
is 30 m.p.h.
