King's county
has never figured in the produc-
tion of oysters.

Dr. A. W. H. Needler,
in charge of the oyster
work of the Dominion Depart-
ment of Fisheries, stationed at
Ellerslie in this Province, describ-
es the growth of private produc-
tion of oysters in a recent report.

“There has been a great increase
in the effort to grow oysters and
a corresponding increase in yleld,”
Dr. Needler said. “Even in the
Malpeque Bay region, however,
first,

There were 645 oyster farms in
cperation in this . Province last
year and the figure was in excess
of that now. That compared with
584 farms in 1038 and only 26 in
1932 when the  farming  process
might be caid to have started.

The total acreage last year, was
2347 acres. (Avea under the oyster
culture for 1940 was not avail-
able), In 1932 the acreage was
110.

Sales last year amounted to 3,-
806 barrels.

By FRANK FLAHERTY
Canadian Press Staff Writer
OTTAWA Oct. 4—(CP) —Every
man nec’leq o fill Canada's 39 com-
pulsory military training centres tor
the first training period now has
been selected, Maj.-Gen. L. R
Fleche, Associate Deputy Minister o
National War Services, announced

Gen, LaFleche said notices have
been sent out to 29,750 men, owd
ing {hem (o report for a month's
training next Wednesday. With
the notices went railway tickets to
the nearest centre.

Almost all the men are in the 21-
year-old class —born hetween July
16, 1918, and July 15, 1919. In cnly
a few areas was it necessary to call
22 and 23-year-clds to help fill the
first training qucta,

Selection of the men called up for
training next Wednesday was car-
ried out by special boards set upto
handle mobilization in the 13 ad-
ministrative districts across the do-
minion,

SOMEWHERE IN ENGLAND,
Oct. 4—(CP)—Direct descendant of
the famous Indian chieftain Te-
cumseh, Joseph Stonefish, a fulls
blooded Shawnee from the Morav-
lantown Reservation near Thamese
ville, Ont, has come overseas for
the second time to do his bit for
the country his forefather served
50 well,

Stonefish, who came over with
the signal corps of the 2nd Cana-
dian Division, claims to be the
only living person who Kknows
where the Indian chief lies buried,
a secret which Canadian historical
associations have unsuccessfully
sought to solve for generations.

No trace of his grave was ever
found,
Stonefish, however, claims Te-

cumseh was murdered by a group
of his followers who turned trait-
or.

Sir Cyril Newall
Named Lieut.-Gov.
Of New Zealand

LONDON, Og¢t. 4 —(CP) —Alr
Chief Marshal Sir Cyril_ Newall,
chief of the Royal Air Force, to:
day was appointed governor-generai
of New Zealand, succeeding Vis-
count Galway.

The announcement was made by
the Dominions Depariment.

Alr Marshal Sir Charles Portal,
head of the R.AJF. bomber com-
mand succeeds Sir Oyril.

Sir Charles’ successor is Air Mar-
shal Sir Richard Peirse, who was
appointed in April as a vice-chief
of the air staff to relieve the strain
on Sir Cyril, chief of the air force

Sir Cyril, 54, attained his high
rank in the R.A.F, in 1937, 23 years
after he joined the force. He was
born in India, was graduated from
Sandhurst, and once headed a fly-
ing school in India. He command-
ed Britain’s retaliation bombers in
France in the last war,

He figured prominently in .t.he
British-French air force co-ordina-
ation planning between Munich and
the start of the present war.

Sir Cyril and Lady Newall, the
former Olive Tennyson Foster of
Boston, were married in 1925, fig-
ured im an unsuccessful contest of
a slander suit in the law courts in
May, 1936. They were ordered
pay $400 damages to Air Commo-
dore W. F. MacNeece Foster.

The case concerned a statement
Lady Newall was alleged to have
made about Foster in connection
with correspendence between Sir
Cyril and Foster on the question
of promotion.

Newall's predecessor in New Zea-
land, Viscount Galway, was appoint-
ecd Oct. 1, 1934.

Sees Ganada
Developing
Great Ports

NEW YORK, Oct 4.—(CP) — As
one outgrowth of the war, Canada
is certain to emerge with two, per-
haps three of the greatest ports in
the world, Hal O'Fiaherty, manag-
ing editor of the Chicago Daily
News, writes in his third article on
the Dominion's war effort.

Mr. O'Flaherty was one of mora
than 30 United States newspaper-
men who recently made a tour of
Canada’s eastern training camps, in-
dustrial establishments and defence

bases,

‘., . , Canada is today, by virtue
of war trade, one of the eatest
maritime powers of the world,” he
stated, “In one of her eastern
{mrts. a traffic has evolved such as
12{?}'C°mmem has not seen since

The writer described how in this
harbour “flotillas of the greatest
commercial ships ever to ply the
seas load their hulls to the lmit”
and head for Britain, convoyed by
warships,

Leonard Ware, of the Boston Her-
ald, commenting on the present
spirit in Canada. wrote in his fourth
and concluding article;

“Determined as he (the Canadian)
is to defend and maintain his Ang-
lo-Saxon heritage of freedom of
thought, of religion and of personal
aspiration, he knows he must make
heavy economic sacrifices.”

The Christian Science Monitor, in
the second of its series, descrined
in detail the air training program,
and declared, “If air power can win
the war for the British Empire, vic-
tory is being built in Canada b¥ the
British Commonwealth air training
plans.”

Wiliam Davis Taylor, in an article
in the Boston Globe, reviewed the
development ofthe Canadian_ army,
He remarked that when the Domin=
ion's training camps are completed,
more than 500000 men will be in
arms, ‘“They should be a most for-
midable group,” he concluded,

Rumors of government changes
favorable to the Axis were current
in Sofia, Bulgarian capital, while
in Hungary membership in the now
united Hungarian Nazi party was
reported gaining rapidly.

King Borls of Bulgaria awarded
the Superlative Order of St. Alex-
ander today to Goering and the
Berlin and Rome Foreign Minls-
ters, Ribbentrop and Ciano.

Balkan press reports from Ber-
lin and Rome discussed “possible
extension of the Axls Buropean
front” and reports from all Balkan
capitals indicated a developing po-
litical nervousness.

The prevailing impression was

that the Axls, held up in western
Europe, now is planning a more
active Mediterranean and Near
East policy in which a tight hold
on southeastern Europe is consid-
ered essential.
Some Sofia observers saw evi-
dence of German haste to ensure
Bulgaria as an Axis ally. Uncon-
firmed reports that the Greek
minister to Sofia had suggested
talks on Thrace revisionism (Bul-
garian territorial clalmson Greece)
encouraged a belief that Athens
might be trving to smooth rele-
tions with Bulgaria, with the sanc-
tion of Britain.

H. G. Wells
Defends Reds
Invasion Moves.

NEW YORK, Oct. 4—(AP)—H.
G. Wells, British author, today de-
fended Soviet Russia’s invasions
of Finland and Poland.

“Suppose some ' foreign power
was situated on Staten Island, &
harmless little neutral state,” sald
Wwells in referring to the Russo-
Finnish war, “but this little state
was armed to the teeth with pow-
erful guns that commanded the
narrows and you had a theory
that this country might be used
as a spearhead of attack against
the United States. I ask you what
Uncle Sam would do? I am sure
he would dismantle those batter-
ies and I am afraid he would act
almost as dreadfully as Russia
dld.”

‘The author in an interview de-
fended the Soviet march into
eastern Poland by asserting she
merely took back land awarded
her by the “Curzon line” in 1920
and which had been held by Po-
land “in. spite of the League of
Nations.”
