W. —(CP) —Be-
cauze of the difficulties ahead to
Australian apple and pear growers
cansed by the lack of shipping to
e their product to Britain, or-
rdists are giving attention now
='0 copying Canada's example in
| converting considerable quantities
| of her fruit into juice.

Tt has been pointed out by the
| Apple and Pear Board, the gov-
{ernment body acquiring and market-
| ing the whole production of the
| arowers, that in Canada the eon-
| sumption of apple juice has jump-
ed spectacularly.

“In Canada,” says the Board.
“advertising has been largely res-
vonsible for this result and it Is
important to note that the increas-
ed fruit juice consumption has
been accompanied by a largely in-
creased demand for fresh apples.”

New Zealand, like Canada and
Australin, normally ‘is also a large
exnorter of apples to Britain. A
New Zealand specialist who recent-
Iv toured the United States and
Canada to study fruit marketing has
noinfed out that through advertising
together with the high recommenda-
tion hy medical and dietetic bodics,
the fruit fuice drinking habit in
North America was widespread.
