Future Of The Exhibition

For sometime now the Provincial Govern-
ment has had under consideration a proposal to
buy out the Provincial Exhibition Association to
run as a Provincial organization, and before long
it will de a fait accompli. The prospect is that
the present directors will dispose of the under-
taking anvway, and rather than it should fall
into outside hands, the Government, at the in-
stance of various livestock breeders, are pre-
pared to invest in it to the extent of $40,000.
The area alone, namely 36 acres, is worth that

money, and in addition there is the valuable
huildings and plant.
Thanks to the “initiative, enterprise and

resourcefulness of Col. D. A. MacKinnon, the

ed upon as the most successful of its kind east
of Toronto, and has of recent vears had associ-
ated with it Old Home Week. which has brought
thousands of visitors to the Island vear after

year. Of all the Exhibitions in the Maritimes,
it is the onlv one that has not closed down in
either of the two Great Wars, it has alwavs

kept its flag flving and been a source of great
benefit to the farmers and pleasure and enter-
tainment to the citizens in general and tourists
in particular,

The question that arises now is, how will
the Government manage the Exhibition, and
what are the prospects of its continued and ex-
panding success? It is pretty well assured that
for the next four or five years at least there are
going to be prosperous times for farmers as
well as others, so there need be no doubt that
the necessary resources will be available to
provide the patronage. The principal risk is
that the Exhibition might become a political
foothall and to avoid this, the Government will

be well advised to provide an organ-
ization that is above suspicion. A com-
mission of three, a  managing - director,
and two others, would constitute an ideal
set up — with no appeal to the Government,

but with the Government keeping close super-
vision upon its operations through the Govern-
ment audit department,  Of course, it will not
be easy to secure the services of a second Col.
MacKinnon as the moving spirit in the organ-
ization, but in the nature of things the Col. can-
not always be with us, and it would be a sound

business proposition to appoint a successor while
he is still available to give the benefit of his ad-
vice and experience,

Another angle worth considering in con-

nection with this matter is the provision of suit-
able accommodation for youth training. Physical
fitness is now mandatory, thousands of dollars
being expended in pursuit of the policy .that,

in  health especially, prevention is  better
than cure. Prince of \Wales College, to which
so many rural and city vouths are sent at the

most critical period  of  their  development,
physically, mentally and morally, has now prac-
tically no vplaying field for outdoor exercise.
Why not convert the Ixhibition grounds into a
Provincial Rhysical Fitness Centre? The Women's
Institutes  suggest such centres in the rural
areas, and this would fill the bill for the City
of Charlottetown, available all the year round.
This 1s of immediate, practical importance, and]
it would be a tragic blunder were the (Govern-
ment to allow the opportunity to slip.

All things  considered, possession of the
Exhibition grounds hy the Government should
be a good investment, good for country and

city, good for the policy of beautification now
being pursued for the encouragement of tourist
trade, as well domestic comfort and well-
being, and above all as an outlet for the ener-
gies and sporting instincts of our succeeding ris-
ing generations. In this respect, the Provincial
Government in acquiring the Exhibition grounds
are proving themselves .‘men of vision’ not de-
sirous that ‘‘the people perish.”

Coalition Government

Palitical circles in Winnipeg report that
Mr. Stuart Garson, leader of Manitobua's Lib-
eral-Conservative  Coalition  Governnient, is
considering an invitation he has received from
the Liberal executive of Portage La Prairie to
contest the impending Federal by-election
there as a candidate of the King Government.
This report received some attention at the Mani-
toba Progressive Conservative Convention which
met at Winnipeg recently. Senator Haig and
Colonel J. A. Ross, M.P., said that if it turned
out to be true, the Progressive Conscrvative
party would have to ‘“reconsider its decision”
to continue its support of the Coalition Gov-
ernment.

It is unlikely that either the Manitoba or
the British Columbia Coalition will be long-
lived. Premier Hart whose rearrangement of
the B. C. Cabinet after Attorney-General Mait-
land’s death almost provoked the withdrawal of
the Progressive Conservatives from the Govern-
ment, has announced his wish to be relieved of
his position as leader, and contemplates retire-
ment from public life. There will be consider-
able difficulty in finding a successor under
whom the two major parties will co-operate.

The Sydnev Post-Record notes that the
last Coalition in the Maritimes was in  New
Brunswick, where Premier Hazen headed a
Conservative-Liberal Cabinet from 1908 to
1011, when he joined the Borden Ministry at
Ottawa. No such fusion has existed in Nova
Scotia or Prince Edward Island at any time
since Confederation. The weakness of a Coal-
ition is that there is no background of partisan-
ship to which it can appeal for sentimental sup-
port, and it lives from day to day on its leader-
ship and its administrative record.

The Medical Superintendent of
the Rampton State Asylum for
Criminal Lunatics, Dr. W, C. Sul-
livan, in his evidence before the

National Birthrate Commission,
(England), stated:
“The influence of parental

alcoholism on the offspring was
everted in two ways—by direct
Liological action, whether on the
germ-cells of either parent be-
fore conception or on the develop-
ing embryo during pregnancy when
lhe mother was of alcoholic hab-
its, or on the suckling infant
through the alechol excreted in
the milk of the mother or wet-
nurse—and by the deterioration
of the child's environment through
parental intemperance.
“The large majority of clnical
observers hold that the admitted-
ly f{requent assocsaition of par-
ental alccholism with degeneracy
of offspring was that the poison-
ing of the germ tissue of the par-
ent has brought about the de-
fective development of the off-
spring.”
Certain facts (set out) “indir-
ectly suoported the view that par-
ental alcoholism injuriously af-
fected the stock.
“With regard to the effect of
maternal intemperance during
pregnancy and lactation, it was
not disputed that alcohol could
pass through the placenta, and that
excessive drinking by a pregnant
woman might lead to abortion or
still-birth, or to ccnditions of de-
fective vitality in the child.”
“It was probably safe to assert
that at the present moment more
could be done to combat degener-
acy, especially as manifested in
feeble-mindedness and in certain
tvpes of insanity, bv the preven-
tion of alcoholism than by any
other means.”
Reports of the Medical Officer
of the Local+Government Board,
regarding Infant Mortality in
Great Britain show that “the in-
funt mortality curve rises or falls
with three other curves, namely
the curves for—
(1) The consumption of Beer.
(2) The consumption of Spirits.
(3) The proceedings for Drunk-
enness.

“In other words, when there is
a high consumption of beer and
spirits, there is a high rate of
death amongst the infants of the
country; and when for any rea-
son the consumption of beer and
soirits falls in amount, then more
children remain alive.”
“There can be no doubt, too,
that drunkenness on the part of
parents is a very important fac-
tor in the production of our in-
fant mortality.”
