$14000,000 HOTEL
FOR NEW YORK

NEW YORK, Feb. 20—The largest
hotel in the world, Hotel McAlpin,
is now building in this city at the
centre of Thirty-Fourth Street and
Broadway, and expects to open  its
doors in September, 1912, with more
than 2,500 rooms of all sorts. It
will cost nearly $14,000,000, or al-
most twice the cost of the Hotel
Plaza, the next largest investment in
Hotel property in the world.

The structiire will be 25 stories in
height, with a close adherence to the
style of the Italian renaissance in
architecture. There will be 1,620
guest rooms, 1,100 bath rooms de-
voted to the use of guests and ser-
vants. The dimensions are 202 feet
on Broadway, tne entire western face
of the block, running east in Thirty-
Fourth Street. 150 feet, and the
same distance in Thirty-Third Street.
The material is Bedford stome for the
base, and the main. shaft of the de-
sign in golden brown brick, while the
upper portion of the design is to be
carried out in this brick and colored
terra cotta. To every bedroom light
and air will ‘have free access, and
every room will have its bath or en
suite be connected with a bathroom,
and more space is to be allowed to
rooms than to any new hotel of large
size built in New York for a great
many years.

The lobby will be the largest of its
kind in the world. Its height is 50
feet and its width 64 by 96 in length.
The entrances will be in Thirty-
Fourth Street, Thirty-Third Street
and Broadway. The banquet hall ‘is
to have a.vaulted ceiling of unusual-
ly ornate effect, and the length of the
room, 80 feet, with the high arch
and the extreme narrowness 32 feet,
all go to make it very unique and
impressive. This room fronts in
Broadway and is matched on the
south by the ladies’ tea room and
restaurant, 30 by 65  feet, with a
ladies’ reception room 30 by 30 feet,
adjoining, while on the east is the
general writing room and library, 30
by 45 feet. On the second floor there
will be a lounging room for men, 65
by 96, and' private dining rcoms.
The kitchen of the McAlpin will not
only be the largest in New York city,
but it is located immediately under
the dining room and waiters and
trays will ascend and descend by es-
calators.

The great size of the Hotel McAl-
pin may be better understood by giv-
ing the figures in the specifications.
The area of the plot is- 30,000 square
feet; the private telephone exchange
will be the largest ever built, being
30 by 120 feet; there will be seven
miles of heating risers, mains and re-
turns, and 115 miles of electric light-
ing wire. The- tubing in the hotel
will be three and one-fourth miles in
length.

The man who originally conceived
the idea for this mammoth hostelry
was W.D. Mariow. Some time after-
ward the corporation was formed
and the plot leased for 84 vyears.
The officers of the company are Wil-
liam F. Andrews, president; William
A. Ullman, vice-president and gener-
al counsel; Colonel B. B. McAlpin,
treasurer; W. D. Marlow, secretary;
the additional directors are Charles
P. Taft, E. L. Young, A. S. White
and C. A. B. Pratt. The company is
capitalized at. = $7,100,0000 and the
McAlpin estate owners of the land,
have made a first mortgage loan of
$3,000,000 to the corporation.

THE PEACE RIVER COUNTRY.

Owing to the development in that

From the latter point the new Gov-
ernment waggon road enables settlers
with their effects to travel with ease
and comparative comfort in about
one week's time to the Grande Prai-
rie as against the much longer and
more expensive routes through gate-
ways east of Kdson, which occupy
from a month and a half to two
months. i

daily except Sunday at 6.30 a. m,,
arrive Edson (130 miles) at 1.00 p.m.,
returning leave Edson at 3.30 p. m.,
daily except Sunday, arrive Edson
10.05 p. m.

SEE DANGER T0
AMERICAN UNION

NEW YORK, Feb. 21—On the eve
of Washington’s birthday from a
patriotic motive and for the welfare
of our common country’’ a joint
mass meeting of the German-Ameri-
can a‘nd Irish-American Societies of
New York was held at Cooper Union
last night
proposed arbitration treaty between
the United States and Great Britain,
‘*‘Mindful of the warning in Washing-
ton’s farewell ‘address’’ said Thoe
Suler, State President of the German
American alliance, ‘‘we are here to
express our opposition to closer re-
lation with England even in the guise
of a broader arbitration treaty than
the one now existing. In the words
of George Washington, ‘‘so far as we
have already formed arrangements
let them be fulfilled with perfect good
faith. Here let us stop.’’

John Devoy, representing the Irish
American Protestants, declared that
their objection to dosex alliance with
England were not prompted by the
situation in Ireland, but that their
reasons were strictly American - rea-
sons—that closer alliance with Eng-
land would be bad for America. At
the copclusion of more fer#nt speech-
'‘es the meeting unanimously adopted
resolutions in opposition to the pro-
posed treaty. ‘‘On the ground that
such an alliance would provoke re-
sentment on the part of other
Buropean powers and impair our re-
lations with them.”
