STRESSED OPPORTU' ITIES

H. W. Clay, Swine Promoter, Fed- '
eral Department of Agriculture, at-
tended the meeting and took an
active rt in the discu'sion not :
so much by delivering an address,
as by offering explanations to meet
various enquiries for information.
Mr. Clay did, however, emphasize
the pos-ivilities in the hog indust-
ry for the next few years, as far
as present indications would reveal
and stated that Canadian hog pro-
ducers were facing a challenge
from the British markets, and their |
response thereto would definitely |
decide the cxtent of preference
a
revicion of the present quota allot-
ment. At the close of the meeting
the following resolutions were pres-
ented and unanimously passed.
RESOLVED that the Montague
Shipping Club wish to express its
appreciation of the excellent work
done by the P. E. I. Live Stock
Marketing Board in supplying feeds
for live stock at prices which allow
a margin of profit to the farmers
on their hog production. Further-
more the Montague Club wishes to
go on record as being strongly in
favor of co-aperative purcha-ing
of mill feeds through the Market-
ing Board, and wishes to offer its
support by assuming its reasonable
share of re'ponsibility in providing
credit facilities for this purpose.
2. WHEREAS. the Dominion Gov-
ernment has advocated increased
production of Bacon Hogs in order
to hold our quota on the British
market. and whereas the Province
at
present on feed an increased num-
ber of hegs in accordance with said
policy, and whereas due to the
weather . condit'ons of the past
season there i a very serious
shortage of' grain wherewith to
feed these hogs to maturity in
proper weights and finish for Wilt-
shire sices, and whereas steps have
been taken by the Government of
Nova Scotia, New Brunswick - and
Prince BEdward Island to have the
duty on United States anhd Argen-
tine Com removed to make cheaper
feed available, therefore, be it res-
olved that the Montague Live Stoek
Shipping ' Club, in Annual Meeting,
request their Government repres-
entatives to ‘use their every influence
to have these measures implement-
ed, and further be it resolved that
a copy of this resolution be for-
warded to our representative. Dr.

A. McDonald, and J. J. Hughes.
