Officials of the
corporation declined’ to state just
the extent of this reduction, but
mid that it would. be extended to
all customers, including those who
have already signed those contracts
for 1929 requirements. A contract
for substantial tonnage has been
made by the Intérnational Paper
Company with the Hearst papers
for next year’s requirements,

The statement issued by the pap-
er company sald, “We closed today
a contract for a substantial toninage
of newsprint for the Hearst papers
for several years at prices less than
our present contract prices for next
year. This transaction involves no
deviation from our practicé of an-
nouncing standard prices and as
soon as the necessary detalls can be
completed we will offer substantial
price reductions to all' our custom-
ers Including those who have al-
ready signed their - contracts for
next year.”

The trend of the newsprint
prices has been downward for sev-
eral months, although”this is the
first outright cut in the prficé per
tm which ‘has been anpourced,
Newsprint for the first half of the
current year was $66 per ton ¥ O B
mills plus $3 freight, making the
aggregate price $69 per ton. In the
second half of the year the price
was fixed at $666 per ton, plus $3
freight, but less a rebate of $3 per
ton of the first half of the next
year's tonnage, making the actual
mte $66 per ton.

Secretary of State in
Wilson Cabinet Suc-
cumbed After Short
Illness.

WASHHINGTON, Oct. 31—Rob-
ert Lansing, Secretary of State uh-
der Woodrow Wilson during the en-
tire period of the United States|
participation in the Great War died
at his home here today, the vic-
tim of a heart attack.

The former secretary, who re-
signed from the cabinet after a re-
buke from Mr, Wilson had been ill
for about four weeks. Mr. Lan -
sing’s death marked the passing of
the third of the trio who figured
so prominently in the United States
international poMcies prior to and
during the war, President Wilson
and William J. Bryan, the prede-
cessor of Mr. Lansing as head of
the State Department having pre-
ceded him.

Like Mr. Lansing Mr. Bryan also
had retired from the Wilson cab-
inet because of differences with his
chlef. Mr. Bryan objected to the
Wilson foreign policies, while Mr.
Lansing ostensibly incurred the
president’s disfavor because he call-
ed cabinet meetings while the war
president was 1ll.
