Satisfactory Year for
North American Life

The year 1946 has been a very
satisfactory one for the company

in many respects, reported
Anderson, general manager of the |
North American Life Assurance '
Company, at the company’s recent
annual meeting. Of the new busi-
ness total of $43.7 million, new as-
surances accounted for ‘40.4 mil-
lion, increasing 85 per cent &s !
compared with 1944, New annuity
business of $3.2 million was some-
what lower than in the previous
year, The new business as a whole
consisted of 15,440 policies averag-
ing $2828 in amount. Due to s!ight-
ly higher lapses and surrenders,
net terminations were somewhat
increased at .$16.2 million, bewng 4.3
ver cent of the business exposed
to termination, The gain in busi-
ness in force of $274 million rep-
resented an increase in total busi-
ness of 82 per cent. The business
in force at the year end, which to-
talled $362 million, included 130,
0C4 policies averaging $2604 in a-
mount,

Gross death claims and net in-
curred death losses were signifi-
cantly lower than in 1844 in spite
of the materially increased amounts
at risk. On the other hand, e
demand for surrender values was
somewhat higher. Total contract-
ual benefits and dividends, amount-
ing to $5.3 milllon, were slightly
higher than in the previous year
while - the net increase in policy
reserves was $5.7 million, a total
of $11 million in amounts patd to
policyholders ot held additional
for their benefit, This compai:
with premium recelpts of $10.7
million, which increased matearially
from $9.8 million in the previous
year.

The surplus earnings for the
year, which totalled $1,248 thou-
sand, were 5.5 per cent higher than
in 1944, the increae being more
than accounted for by the im-
provement in mortality. Dividends
allotted to policyholders, which a-
mounted to $1,011 thousand, were
81 per cent of surplus earnings.
