Russ Parliament
To Have 150 Members

PETROGRAD, Sept. 28.—The Cabi:
net today, in the absence of Premier
‘Kerensky, considered the reorganiza-
tion of the supreme Government by
the formation of a war Cabinet of five
members politically responsible to
the workmen's and soldiers’ deputies,
with fifteen “directors of ministries,”
who should be non-political and not
liable to dismissal. TFor legisiation
there would be found a Parliament of
170 members, representing all parties.
The new system of Government would
remain until a regular constitution
was framed by the constituent as-
sembly.

This - plan will be referred for ela-
boration to the judicial council, which
gince the revolution has advised the
Government on all important laws.

Kerensky is Gaining.

The comroversy\ over the Korniloff
conspiracy had diminished iv its in-
tensity today, and the Bolsheviki as:
saults on Kerensky were weakc., but
the evening papers state that the
Premier, as a result of the Bolsheviki
conquest of the Peirograd workmen's
and soldiers’ group, intends to resign
from the presidential council, as Tche-
fdse and other moderate Socialists
have already done.

The dancer and former tavorite of
thie ex-Premier, Ballerina Kshesinska,
has begun suit against the staff of the
Petrograd military district, alleging
that soldiers, who in the spring oc-
cupied part of her palace, damagel
the' property to the extent of 260,000
rubles.

Cossacks Stick to Chief.

The military Government of Don
(Qossacks decided upon immediate re-
appointment to office of General
Kaledines, the ademan of the Cos-
sacks, who offered nis resignation a
week ago in view of differences with
Premier Kerensky. A resolution ad-
opted by the Cossacks Congress points
out to the Government the necessity
of making known the truth of the en-
tire affair in order to refute all ru-
mors of a rebellion of the Don Cos-
sacks.
