OTTAwA, Dec 27.—The recent visit
of Hon. D. C. Fraser, M. P., to Skag-
way, was for the purpose of inspecting
the work alre:dy donme on the White
Pass Railway. Mr. Fraser was one of
the chief promoters of the line when the
incorporation bill was betore Parlia-
ment two years-age, and as legislation
Learing upon railway construction in
the territory covered by the company’s
chaiter will - be before Parliament the
coming session, the wmember for Guys-
boro’ is anxious to be able to speak of
the line and the country from. personal
observation.

Road will be in operation 10 Lake Ben-
nett before the opening of navigation.
The railway is being built by British
capital, and nearly every prominent |
man engaged in the' constrnection is a
Canadian.

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SCIENTIFIC MISCELLANY.

Acrtificial silk manufacture has made
rapid progress, three successful kinds
having veen described the other day by
Prof. Hummel in a technical lecture at
Leeds. The first is made from collo-
dion. or guun-eotton dissolved in alcohol
and ether, which is forced through fine
capillary tubes and dried. Inflamma--
bility is removed by special treatment.
Though the fiber has high - luster it is
lacking in strength and elasticity, aund
s not readily dyed, yet it is being ex*
tensively manufaciured in France and
Italy. ¢«-Vanduara” is a cheaper arti-
ficial silk, made from glue or gelatine.
The solution exudes as fine threads
from aseries of nipples, and - these are
dried on a travelling band and wound
on a large bobbin. The machines are
automatic, enabling one man in' ten
hours to produce 480,000 yards of
thread, equivalent to the yield of 24,000
cocoons. The thread is made water-

and is useful for mixture’ with other
fibers, but is itself deficiect in strength.

A cheap and strong artificial silk is
made irom ‘‘mercerized” cotton, or
cotton treated with strong causlic soda.

This product is stronger than the origi-
pal fiber, with greater affinity for
coloring matters, but hitherto has failed
on aecount of shrinkage. This defect
having been completely removed by
-+mercerizing” the cotton fabric under
high tension, the material is now being
made in larga quantities.

The bite of the tsetse fly, so deadly
te the horse, ox and dog, has been
found by a committee of the Britizh
Royal Society to affect other creatures
as well. Noremedyhas been found.
This little insect is playing a surprising
part in the wor.d’s development, as, al-
though man is strongly immune to the

An International Scientifi: Associa-
tion, representing the caief scientific
academies and societies of the world, is
favored by Lord Lister and is being
considered by the Paris Academy.
Tbough oil-making from fish refuse
has failed in France, fish guano has
been made in Eagland to yield a keavy
oil, costing somewhat over $100 a ton,
that is of especial interest on account
of its electrical insulating qualities.
Many applications are being found for
this oil. Itcan be compressed into
rlabs for dynamos, transformers and
switch-boards, and has been made into
pulleys, wagen wheels, railroad ties,
coach bodies; and even works of art.
Neither temperature nor dampuess ef-
fect it.

One of the rarest of surgical trinmphs
has been the giving of sizht to persons
who have been blind until maturity,
_only about eighte-n succassful  oper-
ations of this kind baving been known,
and a third of these bzing credited to a
single specialist— Dr. Louis Fialla of
Bucharest. A German writer has noted
{ how these persons have learaed to ses.
On being given vision, they have had
to become accustomed to light gradual-
ly, have been unable to recogniz®

familiar  cbjects except by touch,
have known nothiog of colors, bave
had ro visual idea of distance or of

shape, and have beea utterly bewilder-
ed by their- strange sensations. Oae
man became completely  helpless in
streets where he had walged without
difficalty while blind. It 1s concluded
that man must learn to see as he learns
to walk, the eye requiring great pract-
ice, and that persons blind from birth
ean have utterly no conception of the
outer world’s appearance. '

In the curious experiment of M.
Ch. Weyher, the properties of magnets
are reproduced by combinations  of
vortices, in air or in water. Two bars
representing the magnets have each a
wooden axis, upon which are fastened
paper vanes zlong its whole length;
and when the bars are rotated they at-
tiact or repelgach other according as
the directions of rotation are the same
or opposite.
