QUEBEC, May 27—Three months
of ‘aw making and speech mak'mg\
over, voice-weary members of the |
Qucbec legislature scattered to their |
homes tonight after one of the
longest sessions in years.

Long-deferred prorogation came
today as the legislative assembly—
the Lower House—swiftly adopted
amendments that had been tacked
onto the Union Nationale govern-
ment's courts revision bill by the
predominantly-opposition legislative
council, the Upper Chamber.

The measure had blocked expect-
ed prorogation last week, when the
council .refused to deal with it
without tirhe for study. When the
council was through amending 1t‘
today, it went past the Lower House |
in new form without discussion.

pling strike around three big in-
dependent steel companies tonight
while pressing forward on two
fronts to win its objective—signed
bargaining contracts—and return
70000 idle men to millions of dol- |
lars worth of steel-making equip- |
ment.

The companies apparently were
impassive to the S.W.0.C.s de-
mands. Declaring contracts would
lead to a closed shop and checkofT.

The Committee for Industrial
Organization affiliate filled com-
plaints with the National Labor
Relations Board charging 'Repubd-
lic Steel Corporation, largest of
the independents involved, had
used “coercion” and “intimidation”
against union members.

Above the bustle of the picket
lines, which reached into steel
towns from Chicago to Buffalo,
came the charge of Philip Mur-
ray, S.W.0.C. chariman, that Tom
Girdler, chalrman of Republic or
his subordinates “have issued or-
ders to shoot to kill”.

With the . charge, Murray sent a
request for a conference to nego-
tiate a signed agreement, No an-
swer to the charges or the gesture
toward peace came immediately
from Republic.

Girdler was, in New York at-
tending a meeting of the Ameri-
can fron and Steel Institute with
the heads of the two other inde-
pendent concerns involved in the
strike—~Frank . Purnell, presidentaf
the Youngstown Sheet and Tube
Company, and 8. E, Block, presi-
dent of Inland Steel Corp.

The S.W.0C. division of John
L. Lewis' Committee for Indust-
rial Organization, had been con-
tending for weeks with the inde-
pendent producers for signed con-
tracts, The showdown was called
for late last night when the B.W.
0.C. summoned steel workers out
of the plants and set up its lines
for a slege.

While there were scattered re-
ports of violence and an election
on the question of “work or
strike?” was broken up at Can-
ton, O., pickets and police for the
most part kept the situation well
in hand.

In the Mahoning Valley of
Ohio, where for months smoke
stacks have been belching forth a
plack and white message of pros-
perity and employment, 32,000 were
idle.

The steel producing rate, soars
