OTTAWA, Dec. 30—(CP)—The allied task in the third ana nnal
phase of the present world conflict will be to bring the horrors of war

to “the citadels and homelands of the

guilty powers both in Europe and

in Asla," Prime Minister Winston Churchill said in a speech here today.
The British leader, addressing members of the Senate and House of

in the C

Chamber, and a world-wide radio audience,

sald the democratic powers will never compromise or quit short of com-

plete victory.

The first phase of the conflict
which the democratic nations now
were entering, was preparation for
the offensive, and the second the
Wiberation of conquered territories.

Amid the frequent cheering of
members and close to 2,000 invited
guests, Mr, Churchill declared the
tide had turned against the Hun,

Mr. Churchill called Canada’s
war effort “magnificent” and -ex-
pressed confidence it would be
preater “as the need arlses and the
opportunity serves.”

“In a few months, when the in-
vasion season returns, the Cana-
tian army may be engaged in one
