THKING THE 0ATH

The popular. idea that as soon as
a man has been returned as their el-
ected candidate by a Parliamentary
constituency he is them a full-blown
viember of Parliament.

But this is not the.case. No q'ected
candidate may pass the Bar of the
House, nor' take his seat, nor vote
gll]ti; he has taken the Oath of Alleg-
iance.

The ordeal is a far eéasier one than
it used to be. At one time a new
member cf the Commons was obliged
?0 take not only the Qath of Alleg-
iance, but also an oath of supremacy
and a declaration against transub-
stantiaticn and other Roman Cathol-
ic doctrines. The latter was not dis-
continued until the year 1829, when
the Catholic Relfef ‘Bill was passed
enabling Roman Catholics to sit i-r;
the Commons.

But for long years after this relief
had been granted, it was still im-
possible for a jew to sit in the
House, and session after session the
Commons wrangled and squabbled ov
er the Jewish Relief Bill, and year
after year it was rejected by the
Lords. G
It was in the year 1847 that Baron
Nathan de Rothschild was elected to
Parliament for the City of London.
Naturally, he could not take the oa-

The struggle that followed was a
bitter one, In declaring that though
part of the oath was ‘‘idle and mean-
ingless tc him,” he would yet bind
himgelf to keep it by an affirmation,
he made a brilliant speech from tae
Bar. Then, upon his refusal to leave
the House, he was seized and taken’
to the Parliamentary prison in the
Clock Tower, wheré he was kept till
next day. 0 3

In 1881 he was returned again by
his ccnstituency. Then came a dis-
graceful episode in our Parliamentary
history. On presenting himself at the
door  of the House, Mr. Bradlaugh,
who ‘was then a man of nearly fifty,
was seized by more than a dozen pol-
icemen andushers, and hauled violen-
tly out through St. Stephen’s Hall
and into Palace Yard.

Undiscouraged, in 1882 he made a
third attempt to take his seat: This
time he repeated the words of the
oath, kissing a .Bible as he did so.
Yet even so he was driven out dace
more,.

In 1886 a new Speaker was elected,
a ‘'man of sense, who spoke out plain-
ly. He told the House that there
were probably a hundred members to
whom certain words ¢ the oath
meant as little as they did to Mr.
Bradlaugh, only they had not the

courage to admit the fact. So at
last the member for Northampton
was allowed to take his seat, and

two years iater he himself brought
in the Affirmation Act, and the con-
troversy was settled for good.

The oath in its present form is
simple enough. ‘I, N , swear
that I will be faithful and bear true
allegiance to his Majesty King Ed-
ward VII, his heirs, and successors
according to law. So help me God."”
The words ‘‘swear that I,'" and the
last four words may be omitted.

It would be a very serious matter
indeed if a new member refused to
pake the oath. He would not only
cease to be .a member of the House,
but would be liable to a fine of £500.

The first sittings of a new Parlia-
ment are entirely taken up with
swearing in Uae new members, who
are brought up in batches of eight or
ten to take the oath before the Clerk
to sign the roll and to be introduced
to the Speaker. With these there is
—s0 to speak—safety in numbers, but
for a new member chosen at a by-
election who takes his eat in the mid-
dle of a session the ordeal is a try-

ing one.

The new - member must have two
friends to introduce hirn:. Between
the two he walks up the floor vo-

wards the table, while members of
his own party cheer loudly. About
once every five yards all three pull
up and bow. - Arrived at the table
the new member’s friends leave him,
and he is given by a clerk the Testa-
ment on which he takes the oath.
Then, stumbling along the narrow
passage between the front bench and
the table, he finds a large book open-
ed. .
1t is the roll in which he maust sign
his name:— At the same time he
hands the writ to the Clerk, which
certifies that he has been duly elect-
ed. The third act is the introducticna
to. the Speaker, who shakés hands.
Then at last the flustered new mem-
ber may escape as best he can over
the outstreatched iegs i Ministers,
and find himself a seat somewhere
discreetly in the background.

Mrs,
Hight's. paintings have been exhibit-
ed.in Butte and in other cities of the
state. Many of them were purchased
by’ those who were spending weeks in
recreation at Lake McDonald when
Mr. and ‘Mrs, Hight were there. To
many distant cities these paintings
have been carried and are spreading
the gospel of Montana's wonders of
mountain and lake sceneries. All
this is, of course, most gratifying to
the artist, but last week Mrs,
had fresh cause for congratulations.
Word came that Louis W. Hill, pre-
sident of the 'reat Northern Rail-
road, would be pleased to possess
some of her paintings, which he
wanted for reproduction in the inter-
ests of the railroad. Negotiations
were entered into, which resulted in
President Hill purchasing the collec-
tion of nine paintings on exhibition
in Great Falls, = Among the number
is- one of Mrs, Hight's largest can-
vases.

Those who view Mrs. Hight's pic-
tures with critical taste feel that she
has, indeed, caught the spirit of the
mountains. The coloring is exqui-
site, laid on with a touch that shows
the trained mind and hand, and
which, moreover, impresses one with
the painter’s innate artistic concep-
tion. The beholder knows instinct-
ively that nature in all its -varying
moods and its complexities has here
one of its real lovers, one who sees
it as it is. The soft haze of the
mountains and the sheen on the wat-
ers are so splendidly done, not too
brilliantly, but just as if one were
looking into the depths and through
the distances as nature herself has
pictured. There are the rocky cliffs,
the snowy peaks and the dark line of
evergreens, — all faithfully reproduced
and with a reality that is inspiring.

Mrs. Hight cannot be claimed by
Montana as a-native artist. She is
a Canadian by birth and education.
