Spelling “Chop Suey.”
There are about as many ways of
spelling ‘‘chop suey” as there are ways
of preparing it, and scarcely half a
dazen Chinese restaurants can be found
in Chicago where the name of the dish
18 not misspelled, and yet none 18 ab-
eolutely incorrect. On South State
street one sign reads ‘“Chop Shuey.”
On West Madison street is another
which reads ‘“Chop Sooy.” On Clark
street, where there is a nest of Chinese
restaurants, the name is spelled in
many ways.
An educated Chinaman, speaking of
this spelling or misspelling the other
day, said:
“All the ways are right, and all are
wrong. It is only a guess at best. It
would be impossihle to spell the name
rightly in English. The nearest ap-
proach to the correct spelling would be
‘scholcop slouey.” This could not be
pronounced by an American, so we
have come to use ‘chop suey’ as the
proper way of painting our signs. Yet
the other ways are not incorrect.”—
Chicago Inter Ocean.

Jena or Sedan?
The current sensation in military
Germany {8 Adam Beyerlein's ‘“Jena
odeér Sedan?”’ It purposes to show that
the method of drills, parades and other
tactics now used in the German army
is antiquated and is rapidly destroying
that most important element in mod-
ern warfare, individual Initiative, and
8 creating mere human machines
which refuse to work as soon as they
are rémoved from control of officers’
authority. The book is in the form of-a
novél, and the author graphically de-
scribes the monotonous life in the bar-
racks, the wearlsome and dulling
drills, the showy parades and the hard-
ships of the maneuver fields. He de-
scribes the petty tyranny of the non-
commissioned officers and of the com-
missioned ‘officers of the lower grades
and asserts that the most patriotic of-
ficer, the one keenest in his profession,
must sooner or later abandon himself
to monotonous routine. He asks whith-
er the army is going, {0 Jena or Sedan.

The Fata Morgana.

This beautiful atmospheric phenome-
non, which takes its name from one
of the fairies of medimval legend and
is specially prevalent at the strait of
Messina, between Italy and Siclly, has
lately been critically studied by Dr.
Boccara of the technical college at
Regiglo. He has seen the apparitions
under three different forms—aerial,
marine and multiple. In the first case
bulldings on the Italian coast were
seen projected on the Sicilian coast be-
yond. Tn the second case arches on a
rallway above Messina were ' visible,
magnifiéd and more brilliant than the
real arches, standing below the sea
line with no apparent support. In the
multiple Morgana aerial and marine
apparitions are visible simultaneously.
All these appearances are ascribed to
variations in atmospheric density, pro-
ducing abnormal refraction.

Diamond Flelds,
From seven diamonds, weighing
from two to twenty-one carats, that
have been picked up in Wisconsin and
adjoining states Professor William H.
Hobbs traces the dlamond fields of
North America to the volcani¢ region
of the Oanadian wilderness south of
Hudson bay. The only known matfrix
of the diamond is the black shale, of
“blue ground,” around the necks 'of
burned out volcanoes. The loose stones
found seem to have been transported
by glaclers, and on following. up the
probable courses of these anclent ice
rivers the lines converge in the barren

Death Roll of the Plague.

Over a million and a half people
in India have died of plague since the
disease first made its appearance im
Bombay in 1895. In 1896 there
were 1,700 deaths. 'The Mortality
increased to 56,000 in 1897, to 118,-
000 im 1898, and to 135,000 in 1899.
The following year there was a big
drop the number of deaths going
down to 93,000, but the hope that
the end was in sight was quickly
dashed to the ground, the year 1901
sceing no less than 274,000 deaths,
while the total rose 1n 1902 to the
terrvific tigure of 577,000, Sinece then
matters have grown even worse, the
first three months of the current vear
rdding toughly another 300,000 t¢
the list of those who have perished
rom the diseasc.
