FOREIGN EXCHANGE
ACQUISITION ORDER

SPECIAL NOTICE

Subject to certain exemptions, the Foreign Ex-
change Acquisition Order requires every resident
of Canada who had any foreign currency or foreign
currency deposit in his possession, ownership or
control on May 1st, 1940, regardless of amount, to
sell the same to an Authorized Dealer (chartered
bank) on or before May 31st, 1940.

Unless an extension has been granted by the
Board, any resident who has not complied with
the terms of the Order on or before May 31st,
1940, will be in default and subject to the penalties
provided in the Order.

The Order does not require the sale of foreign
securities.
