Flight Without
Wings May Come

BALTIMORE, MD., Oct . 15.—Leading
brand American pilots here to take
part in the Jacques-Schneider Cup
race for seaplanes, October 24, de-
clare that motors so powerful and well
designed that they will turn over a
propeller 2500 time a minute, making
it possible to fly with out the ald of
wings, now are more than a possibility.
The motors used in the Britlsh, Ital-
fan and American army and navy rac-
Ing #eaplanes all develop more than
600 horsepower and weigh less than
1,000 pounds. Designers accompanying
the, planes predict a horsepower to the
pound. within the next few years.

The propellers of these tiny alrcraft |
turn with such rapldity that the human |
eye 18 unable to note any obstructlon
to the view when gazing at an object
ag small as a watch held just beyond
the rotating blade. Recent tests conduct-
ed by the army air service, using a
specially-constructed .plane and motor
piloted by Lieut. Russell Maughan,
who spanned the country in a dawn-to-
dusk dash, conclusively show that with
4 pllot at the helm and sufficient dir-
ectionul ¢ontrols, a motfor can pull its
own weight, the pilot and other neces-
sAry equipment, without the ' aid ot
wings. X

These tests, it was pointed out, were
made with a plane equipped with small
wings used only to get the plane off
the ground in the convential ‘manner.
Then the craft was JLturned on its side
and flown for miles with out the sup-
port of wings, the thrust of the prop-
eller taking care of the deadwelght
coupled to it .,

The race at Bayshore will be inter-
esting, not only from the international
viewpoint, but also because 1t will
serve to demonstrate the progress made
by each country in the construction of
high velocity airplanes. The British
will use planes and motors of their own
design, while the Itallapns will use
American made motors, built into wings
of their construction. The planes enter-
ed by the army and navy of this coun-
try will represent the last word In
alrodynamic perfeetion, according to
Major Willlam D. Tipton, who s in
charge of arrangements.

Advertising Canadian
Farm Products At
A London Banquet

LONDON, Oct. 24—To better
advertise and to-make more prom-
inent in «the British Market Can-
adian farm products, a dinner was
given to the Press and Provision
Trade in London on Thursday
evening at which Canadian food
products were served. Following is
a synopses of the address given on
the occasion by Mr. W. A. Wilson,
Agricultural Product Representat-
ive for Canada in Great Brtain in
response to the Trade Produce of
Canada The High ~Commissioner
for Canada presided: No man with
the sense of responsibility would
undertake this task lightheartedly.
1 deeply appreciate the honour of
having my name associated with
this toast, and 1 am not unmindful
of the opporunity it affords, but
time limitation must govern the
length of one’s comments. 1 hope
you have enjoyed the dinmer and
companionship this evening and
that you will be able to subscribe,
in part at least to the opinon the
Scotchman expressed about Lon-
don and its enviroments upon the
occasion of his first visit. 'When
writing to his people he said: “Lon
don {s glorious, the restaurants
are excellent, the food is gorgeous
and sometimes one finds twopence
under the plate.”' For myself I
have not made any twopence dis-
covery and I fear this accomoda-
tion has been overlooked. I apolog-
ise to my Scotch friends for the
oversight and I hope it will not
mar their enjoyment this evening
Notwithstanding the congenial
company with which I have been
surrounded, I have not thus far
had much pleasure, but that is be-
cause my name was on the toast
list.
