Both  addresses
brought out a splendid discussion and
many complimentary references from
the different speakers who followed.

Among the matters dealt with and
which were fully discussed, were Ralil-
way freight rates and the various
activities of the Department of Agri-
culture.

WORLD'S GREATEST NAVAL BATTLE

MAY

COME AT ANY MOMENT

NEW YORK, Jan. 17.—An official
of the British Admiralty, who arrived
hene with despatches from London,
brought news that the German battle-
ship fleet left its anchorgge in the Kiel
Canal, where it had been since the be-
ginning of the war, and made three
sorties on December 15, 16 and 17.
The tieet did not succeed in finding the
British North Sea fleet, because they
kept along the coast by the mouth of
thie Elbe and through the Bight of Heli-
goland, and did not venture outside
the lines of mines that had been laid
down by them.

“The British battleships cannot go
inside Heligoland,” the official said,
“because of mines and submarines and
the shoals, which render navigation in-
side the Bight and along the shore very
dangerous.”

Tn explanation”of the German man-
oeuvre the official said:

British blockade that the naval vessels
were forced to leave the Kiel Canal
and make a pretence for secarching
for our warships.

“The blockade is going to be drawn
tighter than ever now in an endeavor
to cut off the enemy’s food supply, and
we expeet that the Kaiser’'s fleet will
be compelled to steam out past Heli-
goland into the North Sea. Then the
biggest naval battle in the world’s his-
tory will take place.

“Our North Sea fleet is keeping a
bright lookout day and night for the
Germans to come out. It has mother
ships with eight and ten hydro-acro-
planes on board which are continuous-
ly making assents to take observa-
tions of the enemy's fleet.

“The battle for the supremacy of the
seas will come without warning and
may take place at any time. All prepar-
ations have been made along the cast
coast of England for taking care of the
wounded and hospitals ships are wait-
ing ready to go out and bring the injur-
ed ashore.” S

The official went on to say that the
recent Teotonic submarine activity in
the Mediterranean would be taken care
of by the British alone and that effec-
tive protection would be given the
merchant vessels. The trouble had
heen that the guarding of shipping
against submarine attacks had been
under dual control, certain sections un-
der the French and otiaer portions un:

OTTAWA, Jan. 18.—That the pro-
vince of Quebec, equally with every
other part of the Dominion, is vitally
concerned in Canadian participation
in the war and that she must redouble
her efforts, must be prepared for sacri-
fice and the contribution of her means
even to the last dollar if necessary,
was the dominant mnote in to-day's
speeches in the continuation: of the
debate on the address. * This was in
one of self-defence for Canada, and it
has been truly said that our first line
of defence is in the trenches of
Flanders.

In these words Hon, Chase Casgrain,
Postmaster-General, to-day appealed
to his compatriots to forget all issues
put the one overshadowing duty of
winning the war in which Canada is
now engaged.

ST JOHN, Jan, 18.—Eleven German
prisoners in the detention camp at
Amherst, N.S,, escaped some time be-
tween midnight on Monday and day-
light this morning and are now at
large. Four of these men had pre-
viously escaped from military custody
and are regarded as especially dan-
gerous.

The method of escape was sensa-
tional. The internment camp is
located in the outskirts of Amherst
and is surrounded by what were sup-
posed to be efficient guards, barbed
wire fences, etc. In addition there is
a military guard on the camp patrol-
ling all sections of it day and night.
During the night the prisoners tun-
nelled under the enclosure to a spot
about 150 feet distant and made their
escape. Four of them had in their
possession maps showing various rail-
way lines in New Brunswick and other
information of value.

GERMAN SPY ESCAPES
FROM BROOKLYN JAIL

(Special to the Guardian.)

NEW YORK, Jan. 18—Ignatius T.
Lincoln, a former member of the Brit-
ish Parliament and a self-confessed
German spy, who was being held here
pending extradition to England, escap-
ed from United States Deputy Mar-
shall last Saturday and has not been
seen since. The Secret Service has
been notified and a nation-wide search
for prisoner is being made. It is
thought Lincoln boarded an outgoing
steamer soon after his escape. Lincoln
had been held in Raymond Street jail,
Brooklyn, since last August. He had
been allowed many privileges. It is
said at the jail he had been writing a
book dealing with the international
espionage system. Details of escape
are not given out.

HUNDREDS ARE DYING
IN THE STREETS.

PARIS, January 16.—A Scutari
telegram to the Serbian legislation in
Rome describes the situation in Scut?
ari as approaching desparation. Food
is lacking to feed thousands of women,
children and refugees from Serbia,
the latter arriving in large numbers,
swelling the refugee colony already es-
tablished. The new arrivals, adds the
message, are obliged to sleep in the
open air, in the bitter cold. It de-
clares that hundreds are dying daily
in the streets of cold and hunger, and
that nearly all the very young child:
ren have died from lack of nourish-
ment.
