WASHINGTON; October = 81,—Des-
truction of the British horse-trans-
port Marina, by a German submarine
without warning, with possible loss of
American lives, and . the enaangering
of the Hves of seven American citi-
zens in the submarine attack on the
British freighter Rowanmore, reported
from Queenstown today by American
Consul Frost, contain possibilities of
reviving the submarine issue between
the United States and Germany. In-
vestgation, jofficials realize, may dis-
close that there has bheen no violation
of German pledges to the United
States.  Neverthelegs, the first re-
ports, incomplete and transmitted by
the American cousul, as “provisional”
caused some uneasmess. The report
on the destruction of the Marina re-
fers to tl}o ship us a “British horse
transport.”  If it turns out that she
was in fact in the transport service

not claim immunity against attack
without warning that attaches to a
merchant ship.

PHILADELPHIA, Oct. 30——A pntlc,'nt
whose jaws had been rigid for twenty
years, who had ncver learned to talk,
and who had been obliged to obtain all
his nourishment through a tube, was
the subject of one of the numerous op-
erations performed at the various cli-
nics here today as part of the activl-
ties of the clinical congress of sur-
geons of the United States and Cana-
da.

The joints of the patient’s jaws had
hardened, following an attack of scar-
let fever when he was only one year
old. Today Dr. W. Wayne Babcock
laid open the stitfened joints, scraped
away a hard bony substance, which
wag found covering them, and inser-
ted a cushion of fat taken from ano-
thar part of the man's body. Similar

operations on other joints have hreal
verformed successfully, but according
to ominent surgeona 1a attondance it
was the first case in which the jaw
hone was involved.

“The French show great tenacity,
but they are exterminating lives by
their method of fighting. All

their tenacity will be of no avail, ror
in the ena there will he none of them
left. This fate of the French nation
is owing above all to the British. If
the British ask next spring for more
offensive campaign they  will * rob
France of the remainder of her army
and her national strength.

“This war will make 'no great
change in the estimate of British mili-
tary accomplishments. Great strate-
gists, in particular, are lacking among
the British.

“The Transylvanian situation is ex-
cellent. The Rumanians are in re-
treat and the day of reckoning is com-
ing. 1 welcomed their entrance into
the war with the enemy. By means
of it'we got out of trench warfare.”
