tached to it than there is to the grievances hawlked about the
country by certain persons, whose real motives are again to vb-
\ain a seat in this house; but, said the hon. member, they are the
outs and we are the ins; this is the whole that they have at heart,
and not the good of the Colony. The tenants would benefit them-
selves il they could only see their interest by at once giving up
all connection with sucl’ enemies to their interest ; for my part,
continue the hon. member, I would even go as far to relieve the
agriculiural interest, as supporting a motive to apply Govern-
ment money 1o the purpose of purchesing grain for exportation.
The fisheries also must not belost sight of, these are the objects
to be encouraged, and such measures will soon leave the agitators
in the back gronnd, and satisfaction will be given to our constitu-
emts:  He, Mr. Palmer, would not attempt.to reply to the matter
miscalled by the agitators “argument;” evety one knows the
merits and demerits ; this day will be an important one in the
annals of this country. and the hon. member and his supporters
have now to choose which course they will hereatter follow, that
of agitating evil, or uniting with us in good.

Mr. Coorer. The hon. member for Charlottetown who has just
sat down, infers that he cannot understand the nature or inten-
tion of the resolution submitted by me, and now under the consi-
deration of the Commitiee ; he, Mr. Cooper, thought it was plain
and easy 10 be inteipreted, but he would again read ii for the hon.
member’s instruction, (read the resolution) and then remarked that
hon. members now seemed to argue that nothing could be done.
Upon what grounds do they found their opinion, when in the last
Session they had expressed themselves far differently (here the
hon. member read part of a resolation come to by the house last
Session, in support of his position ); those hon. members who now
say nothing can be expected to lose sight altogether of a certain
Despatch from Lord Jobn Russell (che hon. member read the
aforesaid Despatch,) if we atteinpt to compel the proprietors to
perform any, even the least pait of the numerons unfulfilled con-
ditions. then is it dinned into our ears, that we wish to aet con-
trary to the Constitation, (here the hon. member again read his
resolution io prove that the proprietors had not conformed to the
original grants, and the conditions therein contained.) How then
can it be said, that itis contrary 1o the Constitution. 1t is admited
| by the hon. member who last addressed us, that the Proprietors

bave not settied the country ; how then ean it be justly said we
| are enemies 1o the ecountry, in urging the Escheat question, so
longas they will not histen 10 the voice of distress by them crea-
ted, and who there can be no doubt have forfeied all just
claim to the land, and which ought to be Escheated. 1. said the
| hon. member, think that another hon. member, Mr. Thornion,
| from the conrse pursued by him relative to an address of last
Session, is partly pledged to bring some measure forward to re-
dress some grievances of the tenamiry ; what had we obtained
by the address to her Majesiy of last Session; the people will
become tired, and if the land is not settled according to law, they
will in fature address themselves 1o other quarters: I shall there-
fore say no more.

Mr. Cores had hoped no moe would have been heard of this
unprofitable question ; was ol opinion that if the hon, member,
Mr. Cooper, of his papers upon 1his subject, committed them to
the flames, and strewed the ashes around the tree of escheat he
had planted, it wonld be the best thing that could be done with
them, as it appears to want nonrishment. I, said the hon.mem-
ber, can affirm that many have been ruined by the advice of the
escheators ; yes, sir, some have become the inmates of a prison
in consequence ; one in particalar had declared to him (who was
now on the limits) that the people were convinced Escheat would
not benefit them, in fact that they now scouted any such idea ;
the hon. member says, the tenants cannot pay their rents; yet,
is he not by his resolution stepping forward to get them into law
suits ; when the weakest generally goesto the wall ; did not think
so ill of the plan of purchase as prayed for in a petition presented
10 the house from New Londoo. but let us, said the hon. mem-
member, first do something 1o better the condition of the tenant-
ry ; in order to their being enabled to purchase. One hon. mem-
ber thinks favoarably of the government buying up the grain 3
in his, Mr. Coles’s opinion, that is a visionary scheme ; not so,
did he think was that of the Fisheries; a farmer could then con-
vert his potatoes into pork. obtain {ish in barter for this, and with
many other advantages that would be derived from this source.
he wonld be placed in a situation of not being obliged to sell
his preduce when prices are rainously low ; so long as this con-
temptible question of Escheat is kept up there will be no peace
nor unanimity ; instead of being a benefit to the tenants, it had
benefitted the proprietors ; the hon. member should be designated
as the agent for the whole of the proprietors, as he has been the
means of settling the land for them : let us, said the Lon. mem-
ber, turn our attention to sound measures, let us encourage ea-
terprise, let us to our uttermost endeavour to promote peace and
tranguillity, then shall we bring amongst us men of capital and

ractical farmers, who will purchase the improvements of those
who have subdued the wilderness: the hon. member would say
a few words on the proposition to send home a delegation ; some
hon. members seemed to think favourably of purchasing from
the proprietors ; both this and many other metkods could be
entrusted to the Delegation.
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approved of the way in which the original grants were conferred,
on the contrary, he thought it was unfortunate, and a great evil,
but emigration at that date was not as it now 1s; in the
