A new Dby-pass pond, which
promises to be one of the most

rewarding stretches of trout fish-
ing water in the Province was
constructed last week at the
Head of Fortune.
In one of the most inaccessible
spots on the Island two giant
bulldozers, the property of
Matheson and MacMillan, road
contractors, working steadily for
fourteen hours, threw up a bar-
rier across one of the best trout
streams in the Province.
The Stream, better known
farther inland as Deep Brook or
Black Brook, has been noted for
its big trout down through the
years. The new by-pass, how-
ever, is located three miles near-
er the sea, almost at the point
where the tide meets the flow of
fresh water from .up-coumry,
o .

To reach the site, the bulldozers
crashed their way through trees
and undergrowth for almost half
a mile. There was no other choice
because thick woods and swamp
make all approaches difficult,
The area flooded by the dam
is at least one hundred acres in
extent and in places Is nine feet
deep. The barrier of earth holding
the water in check is 50 feet wide
and about eight feet in depth and
most sturdily anchored on each
side by the favoring contours of
the land. The by-pass itself takes
the overflow from the contained
body of water easily and natural-
ly, and there should be no undue
strain on the dam ‘at any time,
1t will be good news to all fish-
ermen that this habitation of For-
tune sea trout will be thrown open
to the. publie. .
Mr, Neil Ross Senior, owner of
the entire property surrounding
the pond, has anriounced that a
limited number of boats will be
available for the use of local fish-
ermen, and of course tourists. Mr,
Ross and . his son Neil Junior, have
contemplated such a development
for years, and are more interest-
ed In ‘seeing their dream realized
