Federal Surplus Cut

OTTAWA (CP) —The govern-
ment's budgetary surplus was
trimmed in July to $28,712,000 from
$45,370,000 a year ago as both tax
revenues and expenditures con-
tinued to decline.

The small monthly balance
brought the surplus for the first
four months of the 1954-55 fiscal
year to $137,756,000, some $80,000,-
000 less than the $230,407,000 in
the same period last year, the fin-
ance department’'s treasury state-
ment showed Friday.

The big hole on the collections
side was in corporation income
tax, which in July declined by some
$23,000,000 from last year’'s figure.
On the spending side, the drop

Total revenues for the month
dropped to $361,830,000 from $389,-

The month's collection of per-

but corporation income tax dropped
to $88,262,000 from $111,367,000.

Sales tax revenues eased to $51,-
