Dealing with his reported dis-
agreement with the former Govern-
ment, Mr. Fullerton said it was
over a small thing he had refused
to do because he considered it in-
terference with the railway man-
agement. He took the position
from the start that the board was
responsible to Parliament alone and
not to the Government.

The committee late today ap-
proved all but two of the clauses
in the measure.

Main provision of the legislation
to substitute a directorship of seven
for the present trustee board of
three was among those approved.
There was no vote.
