The bill passed second reading
in the legislature after the House
voted down an opposition amend-
ment asking that it be studied by
a select committee which would
sit after prorogation and report
to the next regular session.

Mr. Curtis said Canadian Jave-
lin would have to spend 1,000,000
on development every five years
if it was to hold the large con-
cessions it gains by taking control
of Nalco. Several thousand square

Opposition Leader Malcolm Hol
lett quoted Premier Smallwood,
from the 1951 Hansard, to back
his point that Nalco had originally
been formed with the intention
that it should always remain a
government corporation. The 900,
000 shares which the Newfound-
land government bought for $1
each at the formation of Nalco
represented 90 per cent owner-
ship, which later decreased to 83
per cent when Javelin bought ad-
ditional shares, Nalco would buy
the government shares for 1,200,
000 in cash or its own shares, Mr.
