Woodsworth was unanimous-
ly chosen president for the coming
year after four other ncminees
had withdrawn. He said he would
retain his position as leader of the
C. C. F. group in the House of
Commons as well. M. J. Coldwell,
C. C. F. members of parliament
for Rosetown-Biggar, was chosen
vice-president.

The resolution on banking and
credit control which the conven-
tion passed, stated the “failure of
the Ljberal Government to carry
out its election promises to mnat-
lonalization the Central Bank
shows its real link with the fin-
ancial barons.”

The C. C. F. reiterated its pol-
fcy of cradit and investment con-
trol and demanded the complete
elimination of all private owner-
ship and control from the Bank of
Canada.

“There must be public owner-
ship and control of the whole
banking resources of the country
if the credit resources are to be
devoted to soclally useful purposes.
‘Social Credit’ parties by ignoring
this essential issue, are tending to
lead our prople up a blind alley.”
