Folks Showered
With Star - dust
Ohserver Finds

By ROBERT GEIGER

Associated Press Staff Writer
DENVER, Col, July 20—Work-
ing a star dust “mine” he discov-
ered on his house roof has led
Harvey H. Nininger, curator  of
meteors at the Colorado Museum
of Natural History, to conelude
that 19000 times as much star
dust falls on tire earth as most
scientists estimated previously.

i (On the night of July 11 a huge
meteor swept over Western Onta~
to. A few days later an 88 d
meteorite that Dan Solomon found
in his beetfisld near Dresden, Ont.
was sold to an oil exploration man
or $4, the beet farmer being glad
to get rid of it at the price, as his
wife was frightened when the
falling rock landed near her.)

Scientifically, star dust is the
stuff brushed off the surface of
falling meteors by azi friction.
Nininger, wio has made a life-
time study of meteors, says these
particles settle on earth, increase
its size and welght, boost the pull
of gravity and change the length
of days and years.

Scientists had ‘“guessed” that a-
bout 6,000 tons of it fall upon  the
earth anaually. Nininger’s prelime
inary investigations indicate the
amount is closer to 113,000,000 tons.

In about 17,000,000000 years this
would make a mile deep crust of

TPB7, 11.88 meg,  celestial dust on the earth.

“That Is enough star dust to
make geologists and asbonomers
sit up and take notice,” says Nine
inger. .

“Meteors fall at the rate of a-
4800 miles a minute. The
friction of the meteor against air
makes that of a buzz saw going
through hard maple y mild by
comparison. This terrific friction
causes a thin layer of the meteor's
surface to malt” the scientist sald.

For months Nininger has been
investigating. He tled magnets to
smell chservation balloons' and
tethered them high over the moun-
