OTTAWA (CP) — Premier Du-
pléssis’ counsel stunned the Su-
preme Court of Canada Thursday
by acknowledging that Frank
Roncarelli’s liquor licence was
cancelled to prevent him from
acting as bondsman for Je-
hovah’s Witnesses.

Lawyer L. Emery Beaulieu ex-
pressed his view during the fourth
day of hearings into Mr. Roncar-
elli's appeal to the Supreme
Court for $90,000 damages from
Mr. Duplessis.

At one point during the argu-
ment, Mr. Justice Gerald Fau-
teux asked whether it was Mr.
Beaulieu’s contention that the lic-
ence was cancelled to remove
Mr. Roncarelli's power to give
bail for Jehovah's Witnesses.

Mr. Beaulieu replied: “Yes.”

The nine members of the Su-
preme Court made no direct com-
ment on Mr. Beaulieu's reply
which in effect confirmed the
claims by Mr. Roncarelli’'s law-
yers that the licence was can-
celled because of his activities
as bondsman.

However, there appeared no
doubt Mr. Beaulieu's, reply sur-
prised the bench. ‘
FIGHTS SEDITION

Mr. Beaulieu then went on to
say Mr. Duplessis believed he
was fighting a ‘“‘seditious cam-
paign” by Jehova's Witnesses
when he agreed to the cancella-
tion carried out by chairman Ed-
ouard Archambaylt of the Quebec
Liquor Commissipn.

Mr. Roncarelli, who originally
sued for $118,000, was awarded
$8,123 by Quebec Superior Court
but the Quebge Court of Appeal
quashed this judgment.

Mr. Beaulieu argued Mr. Ron-
carelli's licence was eancelled to
put an end to his activities as
“official bondsman’ for his co-
religionists in the Jehovah's Wit-
nesses sect who were arrested for
distributing pamphlets without a
city permit.

He said the pamphlets at the
time were regarded as seditious
and Mr. Roncarelli was regarded
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by Quebec authorities as ‘‘the
mastermind of the whole cam-
paign.”

However, under questioning by
some of the nine members on the
Supreme Court bench, Mr. Beau-
lieu said Mr. Roncarelli was not
prosecuted for sevition or for dis-
tributing the pamphlets himself.
CHARGES DISMISSED

The charges against th» 393 wit-
nesses for whom Mr. Roncarelli
put up a total of $83,500 bail over
a period of more than two years
were either dismissed or with-
drawn before the licence was can-
celled in December, 1946.

Mr. Beaulieu argued that at the
time Mr. Duplessis “‘was not
fighting a religious sect but was
fighting what was held by the jur-
isprudence of the Quebe courts
to be a seditious campaign.’
At another point, Mr. Justice
Robert Taschereau observed: “It
was more effective to cancel the
licence (than to prosecute Mr.
Roncarelli for alleged sedition).”
The hearing of the appeal is ex-
pected to be concluded today
when Frank R. Scott and A. L.
Stein, Mr. Roncarelli's lawyers,
who made their plea earlier this
week, are given time for rebuttal
of Mr. Duplessis’ lawyers.
