LONDON, (Reuters) — Foreign
Secretary Anthony Eden returned
home Sunday with a warning thas
Western nations can only make
the most of present opportunities
for world peace by being solidly
united.

Tanned and seemingly fit, he
made the statement to reporters
after arriving by plane from the
United States, where he had a
major operation —the third this
year—for a gall-bladder ailment,

Eden, 56, flew to Boston June &
and was operated on five days
later at the Lahey clinic there. He
convalesced from June 29 at the
50-acre Newport, R.I., estate of
retired newspaper publisher John
Barry Ryan. :

As soon as he and his wife,
Clarissa, stepped out of the plane,
they were greeted by the Marquess
of Salisbury, acting foreign secre-
tary, who told his chief: “The
Korean truce is to be signed to-
morrow.”

“That is wonderful news” Eden
said. “It looked as if it was in
the bag when I left Boston last
night. It will open up poesibilities
for further negotiations toward
peace.”

But he added that “world events
are now in a fluid position. I
would say that opportunities can
now only be realized if we main-
tain the unity of the free Western
nations.”

Asked about his health, Eden
bzamed and said his doctors in
Boston had told him “all was
well”. But he said he would have
to have a further period of con-
valescence, including several weeks
at his wife’s cottage in Wiltshire
and ‘a vacation on the sunny Med-
iterranean. He hopes to be back
to work by the end of Parliament’s
summer recess.

Mau Mau Danger
In Kenya_Ehecked

ASHTON-UNDER-LYNE, England
(Reuters) — Colonial  Secretary
Oliver Lyttleotn said Saturday the
Mau Mau danger in Kenya has
been checked.

Although he did not think com-
plete victory over the anti-white
terrorists would be quick, “the
whole  African scene is one of
storm and trouble at the moment.”
The main reason was “the impact
of modern ideas and modern civil-
ization and modern communica-
tions upon the dark continent.”

In Malaya, he said, “the whole

aspect is immeasurably  better,
though we cannot say that the
emergency is over.”” The social

and political well-being and ad-
vancement of the territories had
not for a moment been neglected
and Malaya owed a great debt to
Gen. Sir Gerald Templer, the new
British commander there.

Gargantuan Fish
At Murry_ﬂarbor

A giant fish of unknown species
has the residents of Murray Har-
bor speculating as to its size, and
name. It was seen several times on
Saturday afternoon about two
hundred yards of Machons Point,
in the Murray River. Trout fish-
ermen at the Point thought it
might be a large salmon, but the
great upheaval it created in the
water ruled out this possibility.
Actually no one has seen the fish,
but only the disturbance of the
water each time it rises to the
surface. A resounding splash, a
shower of spray and fre*--flecked
water accompanies its infrequent
surges to the surface, and the im-
pression created is like that of
the propellors of a large steamer,
turning over.

People who watched the per-
formance of the mysterious fish
estimate its weight ‘all the way

from one hundred to four hundred
pounds. §ome believe it to be ‘an
enormous sea bass, and others
suggest that it may be sha“k, a
porpoise or a tuna. Unless it moves
i‘ouc of the Murray River soon, and
Ji[ it continues to disport itself as
it did on Saturday, experienced
fishermen in the district should
soon be able to call it by name.

Old hands at the fishing game
who have not seen the explosive
action of the big fish seem to favor
the guess that it is a porpoise or
;a tuna, that has strayed from ity
usual deep water haunts.
