be left ny free as possible, It has been
found impossible, by means of gover-
mental  cnconragement, to  eanse uny !
branch of trade or any maode of industiy |
to flourish in a country unsuited to jt.
Political economists assert that private
enterprise and the instinet of selt interest
are, of themsclves, quite suflicient to
support every kind of industrial effort
which is suited to the situation and
natural resouvces of a country, It has
heen genciaily found that the poliey of
monopolies, protective and prohibitive
dutics, and bounties, have the cffect of
eneouraging men to abandon occupations
which are profitable, and to embark in
those which are unprofituble, We think
that it will be admitted by every ane that
that business cannot be a profitable ane
which requirgs the uid of the state to
support it, If, for instance, farmoers
could not afford to cultivate potatoes
i without Government's taxing the whole
community in order to puy them a bounty
of say, twenty shillings on every hundred
bushels of potatoes raised by them, will
any one have the huavdihood tg say that
the country at large is profited by the
cultivation of the potatoe under these
circumstances 2 \Would it not be much
better for the country if the farmer culti-
vated some crop which would puy, then
thus to tax the whole community for his
support.  What do the tax payers get
in return for the poand which they phy
the farmer for raising this hundred bush-
cls of potatoes? ‘They get simply one
hundred bushels of potatoes, for which
they have to pay as high, and perhaps a
little higher price, than would be de-
mandued by the merchant for imported
potatoes.  The pound paid the furmer
for raising them is so much money taken
out of their pockets and put into his,
Besides, there are many ways in which
the farmer could cmploy his time, and
many uses to which he could put his
land, which would yield him a profit
over and above the capital and labor ex-
pended.  The country loses besides the
bounty, this profit, for we need hardly
tell our readers that every shilling’s worth
of property acquired by the farmer, the
merchant or the mechanie, is so0 much
added to the general wealth of the coun-
try.  But objects some one, ¢ Nobody is
mad enough to think of paying furmers
a bounty on potatoes., The idea is pre-
posterous.”  We agree with you, siv.

S When the undeetakers of flshoeries,
atter such liberal bounties have been be-
stowed npon them, continuo to sell their
conunodity at the same, or even a higher
iu'ivc than they werp acenstomed to do be-
ore, b might he expected that their profits
should be very greal; and ii s not impro-
bable that those ol soe individaals may
have been so. I general, however, have
every reason to helieve they live heen
quite otherwise.  ‘The usnal effect of such
bounties is to encotrage vash undertakers
to adventure in a business which they do
not understand ; and what thoy lose by
theiv own negligenee and ignorance, more
than compensates all that tﬁu_v ean gain by
the utmost liberality of’ government.

But though it can very seldom ho rewm-
sonuble to tax the industry of the great
body of the people, in order to support that
of sume particular elass of manulacturers,
yet in the wantonness of great prosperity,
when the public enjoy o greater revenue
than it knows well what to do with, to give
stich bounties to favorite manufacturers,
may, perhaps, be as natural is to incur any
other idle expense.  In public, as well as
in private expeunscs, great wealth may,
perhaps, frequently be admitted as an
apology for great folly, DBut there must
surcly be something anore than ordinary
absurdity in continuing such profusion in
times ol general diffenlty and distross,

Preminms ziven by the public to artists
and manufacturers, who excel in their par-
ticular occupations, are not linble to the
swne objections as bounties. By encour-
aging extraordinary dexterity and ingenu-
ity, they serve Lo keep up the emulation ol
the workmen actually employed in those
respective oceupations aud wre not con-
siderable enough to tirn towards any one
of them a greater share of the capital of
the country than what would go to it of its
own accord,  Their tendeney is not to
overturn the nataral balance of employ-
ments, but to render the work which is
done in cach as perfeet and complete as
possible.  The expense of premiums, be-
sildes, is very tritlling, that of bountics very
cveat,  The bounty upon gorn alone has
sometimes cost the public in one year,
more than 800,000 pounds.” :

SEAL FISHING OFF NEWFOUNDLAND.

A Hleet of three or four hundred vessels,
chiefly brigs, go ont every spring about the
Huest of Mavch from St. Johw's N, F,, to cn-
gage in the business of eatehing seals,  ‘I'he
ticld of operations is tho lonting ice that comes
dowu from the North at thut season. The
men advanee upon the ficlds of ice in couples
~—30 that one way assist the other in case of
neeident,

They keep to the leesvard of the ship, else
thay wight Joose Ler, a3 indeed sometimes
happens in the densu {ugs.  About the Tth of
March the young seals ave touud about the
size’of c¢nts, mewing on the ice. They are
not yet fik to bo taken, but by Iying in the sun
and sucking the ice nntil about the middle of
March they gain three inches ol fat.  ‘I'hen
commences the slaughter.  T'he men walk up
to the whita coats—ag the young reals are
then called—and knock them over, by striking
thew on the forchead with a long pole, stick
them with a Enife, cut thvm down the hroast,
and the careass rolls out, Jeaving the skin and
fat which are all the seal-catcher is after, the
earcass heing left on the ice —LUsually in
about the Iast week in March the seals begin
to dip, they take to the water, and are then
only to be captured by shooting from the
boats.

O1d seals are invulneralile unless shot in
the forchead, and nature has provided them
with a mcans of defence, even here, in the
shapo of a **hood,” which they dvop on
occasion—hence their name, ** old hoods.”
Bo the season of eatching them is about three
woeeks duration.  Then men often go five or
eix miles from the ship on the floating iec.
They get one hulf they cateh, sometimes mnak-
ing n good trip, at other tiines muking nothing.
One spring a crew that were out thiree weeks
and three days, shared 8135 apiece. A brig
of 150 tons will take as a crew about forty
man, who are provided by the merehant fit-
ting ont the vessel with a full supply of pro-
visions, and sl things noecessary tor the pro-
sceation of the voyage, in return for which
each man paysa small sum, called *herth
money " and shionld the voyage prove unfor-

tunate, tho mervchant hag to stwd the loss of!

the entire ontflt. It i a dangerous ocenpa-
tion, for tho brigs are liable to he ernshied in
the ice, thongh they are strongly built. The
fat of the sonl, after Leing brouzht into port,
i3 cut into small pieces, placed in large vats,
and laft to deain off to vil, which is an article
of nommerca. The sking are used for vari-
ons purposes.——Lrehanys,

Men will be taken from employments in
which they are earning an independent
livelihood, and increasing the wealth
of the country, to engage in a business
in which they cannot make a living with-
out drawing upon the gencral resources
of the country, ‘There will be more
fishermen in  the country, but fewer
farmers, farm laborers and mechanices.
While these men pursned the avoca-
tions from which they were drawn by
the bounty policy, they paid money into
the revenue, and none of them were a
burden on the commmunity, but when they
became fishermen, a certain number of
them beeame pensioners on the publice
bounty, as completely as if the eharity
of the community were their only means
of support, It would, by no means, fol-
low that fish would be any cheaper in the
country i’ a bounty were paid on every
barrel or on every quintal eaught,  The
recipients of bountics do not caleulate
upon any lowering of the price, for then
tthiey would lose on the price of the fish
what they had gained as bounty, and
they would consequently not be bene-
fitted by theaid given them by the State.
The laws of supply and demand  would
regulate the price then as now. If there
were a large number of unemployed men
in the country, for whom no work could
be found, we do not know but that it
would be a good plan for the State, since
it would be obliged to support them in
any case, té send them a fishing rather
than to allow them to live in idleness: but
as long as cvery young man in the Island
an find work enough to do, we think it
very bad policy in the government to sct
them to work at a job that wont pay
withont public assistance. The working
man would not pocket any of the bounty,
the whole of it would go into the hands
of the dealer in fish.
halt his hand, he would be obliged to
scll his fish to the merchant, who would
talke good care to pay him as low a price
as possible for them.  If the bounty took
the shape of a tonnage, the fitter out of
the vessel would receive every farthing
of it—il a bounty were paid on the fish
exported, then the whole of it would go
into the pocket of the exporter ; in cither
cage the actual catcher of the fish
would not be in the slighsest degree
Lencefitted.  The fallacy that lies at the
root of this policy of bounties is, that
what is apparently advantageous ggponc
class of men, is advantageous to all
classes. If a prohibitive duty were put
upon axes, and if no one could purchase
an axce for less than fifteen shillings, the
blacksmiths of the Island no doubt would
think the duty a eapital one, but the axe
using part of the community would, we
opine, entertain quite a different opinion.

The negotintions respecting the proposcd
Confederation of the Dritish North American
Provinees have reached o point at which |
think it right that you should be gencrally
appriged of the modo in which that proposal
is viewad by Her Majesty's Government,
I'hiey are not unaware of the ditlicultics which
must attend any attempt to consolidate in one
body politic, & variety of Provinees whose
habits, laws, and interests must be, in many
respeets, different, and in_some perhaps not
whooly compatible. By fir the most important
part of those difliculties has been removed in
the present instance by the wise and loyal
foresight of the public men of Lower Canada,
who, in their treatment of this subjeet, have
shown themsclves able to reconcile a manly
support of their heraditary enatons®and Insti-
tutions with a generous confidence in the jus-
tice and tricndly feeling of their niore numer-
ous fellow subjects of British origin . The
questions which remain in controversy will e
approached by her Majesty’s Government witly
anxwous and earveful attention, buty 1 miust add,
in no spirit of indifference.

U'hat in thoe of war and tumuit the armed
forco of British North Ameriea should be one,
under one Supreme Command==that in time
of peace, theie commeree, their post, their
great lineg of communication, and, with due
vegard to loeal asuge, their civil and eriminal
jurispradence,  should be governed by the
smne rinles s that an extended publie opinion
should be brought to bear on the settlement
of narrow local controversigs, and that the
most important offaivs of British North Ameri-
on shieuld be adminstered by a combination of
