A few days ago Tue Exawmixer gave
currency to a telegraphic report that the

Rev. Dr. Burwash had made certain state-
ments concerning the Manitola Que-tion.
This was an error which we hasten to cor-
rect. It was Dr. Burwash’s brother who
made the statement. The etatement, in
extenso, is as follows,

is great danger that this question of educa
tion will not receive from the general public
that (alm and dispassiovate consideration

It would lu unfertunate if the desire for
party ascendancy should have wmore
influence in shaping pab'ic opimon and

action ou this ques io than the principles
of sound statesmsnship. I am stroogly
in favor of the princ'p'e of *“«qual right-,”
that is. that the rights «f every religious
denomination shall receive due considera-
tion from the state. The gnestion is, what
are the “rights” involved in this wmatter of
nr[mr-re ac hm» 8? There are two sets of
rights—the rights of the «tate, anl those
of the parents of the children to be edu-
catad; and it isthe part of good states-
manshin to hold such a just balance bet-
ween these that neither shall unjustly
infringe on the other.
