MONTREAL, May 7. — Selling
flurries that dwept Wall Street late
today had little effect on Montreal
Stock Exchange and all but a half-
dozen issues held their ground.

Light liquidation depressed &
couple of metals and other issues,
but gains of as much as a point
were shown at the close by con-
structions, utilities and papers.

Smelters got away fast during
early dealings but finished a point
lower at 56% after reaching as high
as 57%. Nickel slipped % to 45%
while Noranda managed to hold a
gain of %.

Utilities assumed leadership in
late dealings and Canadian Hydro-
Electric Preferred closed up 1%
points. Quebec Power was ahead
the maximum fraction while small
gains were posted for Power Cor-
poration, Shawinigan and Montreal.

Constructions came to life after
an idle spell and fractional im-
provement was shown by Steel of
Canada Common and Preferred
and Dominion Bridge. Foundation
and Canada Cement were steady to
firmer.

Minor losses were registered by
“A” and “B” shares of Canadian
Industrial Alcohol after a display
of fractional strength. National
Breweries worked a bit higher but
cased to close unchanged.

Late demand for papers brought
fractional gains for St. Lawrence
Corporation Preferred and St. Law-
rence Paper Preferred. Bathurst
was even. Canadian Pacific Rail-
way eased slightly.
