Schmeling, 30-year-old veteran
and one-time heavyweighy cham-
plon, wasn't supposed to have a
chance. They sald he was “washed
up” and no match for the dynamic
young negro.

But the only explosion tonight
was set off by the smashing power
of the German's right hand as
Schmeling gained a fistic triumph
comparable to Jimmy Braddock’s
upset victory for the championship
Just & year ago bver Max Baer.

Thus, as a consequence of the
ring's two most startling form re-
versals in heavyweight annals,
Schmeling won the right to fight
Braddock for the title and the
chance to be the first man to re-
gain the throne. The German and
the Jersey Irishman probably will
fight in the Yankee Stadium this
September.

Collapse Complete

The collapse of Louls was as
complete as it was shocking to
those who had all but pul
him on the pedestal of invine-
ibility. From start to finish
the youthful negro not only failed
to display his accustomed punch-
ing power and boxing skill, but his

chocolate chin was a target for
Schmeling’s vicious right hand
thrusts.

The fight proved Louis can “take
it” beyond the palest shadow of
doubt, for the one-time “bomber”
abaorbed terrific punishmen: for
the better part of 12 rounds.

Baffled by the bobbing and
weaving of the German veteran,
balked in most of his attempts to
penetrate Max’s crouching defence,
Louis was equally unsuccessful in
trying to block or duck the right
hands that led to his downfall,

The negro never recovered from
the right hand smash, full to the
side of the head, that sent him to
the floor for the first time in the
fourth round. He had been making
no particular progress during the
first three rounds but nether
Louis nor the crowd was prepared
for the ferocity of that telling
blow.

Crowd Roars Acclaim

While the crowd roared and
leaped to its collective feet, Louls
had spun from the force of the
blow and sank to the floor. On his
brown face was a look of complete
hewilderment. )

They had told him this cuu'.dn.t
happen but it had, and he didnt
know what to do about it. He was
hurt and dazed but instead of tak-
ing the count that greater experi-
ence would have dictated, Joe
leaped back to his feet and waded
right back into more trouble

There was no official count for
this fourth round knockdown, bub
that was the beginning of the end.
