with, with as little delay as possible.

Hon. Leader of the Government said that
it appeared from the exposed position of that
Wharf, it would be with great difficulty, and
at a heavy cost to the country, that 8 whart
could be constructed with safety at the
place referred to. It might, perhaps, be
better to expend the mouney in some other
adjacent shipping place.

Mr. Yeo said that the Committee in draw-
ing up their report, lel(t the course best to be
adopted open for the Government. He then
proceeded to show the hardsbips under which
the people in that part of the country labor-
ed, 1n not getting their due share of the
ordinary appropriation for roads, &c., of
which they were willing to be, to some
extent, deprived, provided the Wharf at
West Point had been constructed according
Many of those who subscribed
to the work had paid in their shares, it was,
therefore, extremely unfair to deprive them
of their just rights.  The report ot Mr. Boyd,

| which he was Chairman, was the introduction
of u bill, based ou their resulutions, comprising
tifiy sections.

Teachers wholly from the Treasury. The
whole laws reluung to Education bad now, he
said, by the Bill uuder cousideration, been
cousolidated, aud several importaut wmend-
ments had, he was glad to observe, been
agreed to by the Committee ; snd from the
thorough aud searching iuvestigation entered
iuto, ou every paragraph in the Bill, he hoped
1t would not be uecessary to submit the subject
to the Legislature again for some years to
come. The Bill, as amended, he irusted
would meet the approval of the public, prove
increasingly beneficial to the best educational
interests of the Colony, and redound to the
credit of the Legislature.

The principal amendment to the Bill, in ad-
dition to the changes relative to the Normal
School ; the appoiutment of three visitors, two
examiners, and other alterations already given
in the summary reports of the House, are the
following, namely—The salaries of Female
Teachers in Charlottetown are fixed at £49 108
per aunum. Those of said Teachers in County
Districts Schools raised to £40. Assistant
Male Teachers of City Schouls £66. Scales
of salaries paid to Male Teachers of ordinary
District Schools remain the same as provided
for by the Act of last Session, with the proviso
that the number of Grammar Schools 1 each
County 13 limited to—three ia Prince, three in
King's, and five in Queen’s Couuty, over and
above those Grannar Schools already estab.
lished in the county towns.

The school vacactions are extended from
one month to six weeks, namely—three weeks
in spring, and three weeks in the autumn. The
School Assessment clauses, are, to some exe
teut, changed. The assessment for buildin
school houses, furniture,and repairs, will exte
to all householders in each School District,
the trustees, however, in levying the rate,
must have due regard to the circumstances of
each.

Several of the foregoing amendments elici-
ted some discussion, though not of a very pro-
longed nor party character.

It was stated by an bon. member that Trus-
tees of District Scnools refusing to serve should
be visited with a penalty for non-acceptance of
office, or for refusal to act; a suggestion, how-
ever, which did not find favor with hon. mem-
bers, generally, on both sides. Hon. Atty,
General remarking, in course of discussion,
that it had been brought to his knowledge,
that the office of Trustee was, in some cases,
an object of ambition, some Teachers baving
offered themselves to act in the double capa-
city of Trustee aud Teacher, although sucha
combination of offices was not legal.

Then good
plump seed, if possible of wuitorm ripesing is
to be sown, aud sown evenly, ‘when there is
little or no wind. The »oil being thus prepar-
ed, being made wellow aud level, & fine-touth-
ed barrow should be passed over it, just suffi-
ciently to cover the seed; then roll again.
