Milk and Butter Preservatives.

A high German authority in dairy matters,

Dr. DeKleuze, of Munich, says that the pre-
serving compounds so widely advertised are
nearly always composed of varying proportions
of bicarbonate of soda, sometimes mixed with
common salt, boracic acid, borax, mixtures of
borax with common salt, salicylic acid, and of
late a mixture containiag half of boracic acid
and half of sulphate of potassium. Bicarbon-
ate of soda has been in use a long time, and is
still largely used. It acts by neateriizing the
lactic acid which is formed in the milk, but
its action is not satisfactoay, as it is liable to
give the milk a sopy taste. Salicylic acid is
also unsatlsfactory as well as expensive, Bor.
acic acid is a powerful antiseptic, and pre.
ferable to borax.

For dairy use Dr. DeKleuze finds the above
mentioned mixture of boracic acid and sulphate
of potassium superior to all other preservatives
and perfectly harmless as well as cheap. It |
can be obtained at any druggist. Sixty grains
to a gallon of milk or a pound of butter is
sufficient to prevent souring or rancidity.—
Scientific American.
