Will Attend Hearing
On Railway Appeal

.

The re-hearing on the question
of abolishing the two-zone area
for frelght rates in this Province
will be held by the Board of
Transport Commissioners in ©Ot-
tawa next Monday. Attending for
this Province will be Mr. J. O. C.
Campbell, KC., deputy  Attorney
General, who leaves today for the
capital.

The Commissioners held the or-
iginal hearing here last summer
and their ruling announcing the
abolishing of the system was an=
nounced September 15. However,
since that time the Canadian
National Railways asked for a re-
hearing and intimated that if the
ruling stood they might appeal to
the Supreme Court of Canada.
The Board ruling was to have
become effective October 22, but
wag set back to November 18. The
rallway is understood to be quest-
joning the ruling on points of law
and Jjurisdiction.

The two-zone system has been
in effect here for many years
and at the time of the original
hearing in this city various wit-
nesses maintained that it was
detrimental especlally to produc-
ers in the outer zone where rates
were several cents higher than in
the inner zone which is roughly
bounded by Charlottetown, Sum-
merside and Borden.

Otherwise, they will drive our
farmers out of the greatest cashl
market they have.” .

0 Act Misinterpreted

Mr. McLure charged that many‘
members of the Commons misin- |
terpreted or misunderstood the |
Maritime Freight Rates Act. He |
deplored reference to these rates
a8 a “subsidy” or a “gift” to the
Maritimes. They were nothing of
the kind. The Act, he said, was
passed by Parliament to correct
injustices which had been suffer-

ed by the Maritimes over many
years.

On a point system, he con-
tinued, the Maritimes had been |

paying 192 prior to passage of the |
Act, compared to 155 for other
parts of Canada. He further ex-
pressed the view that there should
have been a cut of 37 and a half
per cent instead of 20 per cent as
the result of the Duncan Com-
mission’s findings. '

Prince  Edward  Island, the
Queen’'s member said, had suffer-
ed rather than gained as the re-
sult of Confederation. The troubie
with the Confederation pact, he
explained, was that it carried no
penalties for non-fulfillment of
its terms.

“Prince Edward Island, instead
