This was reduced to 0.3 Cm. once
daily for all children. Sixteen of
the 25 pa‘ients were given the
drug for 120 days; 9 were treated
for 60 days.

The streptcmycin lessened or
counteracted the toxic (poisonous)
action of tuberculosis.  Improve-
ment was noted within a few days
after treatment began. The X-ray
findings rapidly improved; sputum
became negative in 89 per cent of
cases within four to five months.
The hospital stay was uniformly
reduced from two to three years to
six to eight months. From two to
three years to six to eight months
is a great reduction in hospital
stay.
