Taking precedence of all other public mat-
ters, us regards the importance of the suijeet,
wnd considering the interest generally teit in
it by the community at large, among the
events of the past week,—is the tormal inaug-
uration of a new  Liberal Government, wliach
auspicious event occurred under very -
auspicious circumstances, on last Thursday,
The opening of the House is one of those
puriodical incidents in the history of our guiet
City, which always causes a little exeitement,
when all who can e it point to be present
to see the members and to Liear the Speech,
and to enjoy themselves to the fullest extent.

And now while Ilis Excellency is in his
private offic® let us take a glance at the as-
sembled wisdom of the country in their places
in the Assembly Room. . The first thing that
strikes us in looking oever the Itoom is the
large proportion of young and strange fices
who have taken the places of thoese who we
were aceustomed to see there,

There we sce a few of the old matter-of-
fuct men, who have been more fortunate than
their companions, in securing their old seats .
There again we see some more young hands,
who secm to be in great difficulty o make
themselves feel at home, and they present
rather a ludicrous appearance to the beholders,
in their attempts to look us if they were just
intended by nature to flll those positions.
Lere, again, we sce a foew more of the honor-
able members, who are evidently impressed
with an idea of their own importance, and who
secin to feel the awiul responsibility resting
upon them, in having the attairs of' the nation
thirust upon their shoulders; and trying to
look as consequentinl, and still as life-like oy
possible.

I have just returned fro e Reading

Room ol this City, to which I was intro-
duced by a friend.  On entering, you will
find on the fivst doesk, the latest telegroms
on the next desk the papefs ot this [sland,
and so on, nicely arranged you find at
appropriate desks, the latest news from
the Colonies, Canada, Envope, and the
chief cities of the United States

But what chiefly interested me was the
wonderful fact, that eavly in the evening
of the 20th inst., Mr, MeNeill could lay
before his friends, and the publie, events
which had transpired in London on the
19th.

On enqguiring I learn, that this is due
almost entirely to the enterprise ol the
proprietor of the Room, Mr. A, MeNill,
who on his own responsibility has entered
into arrangements with the London, New-
foundland, and New York Telegraph Com-
pany, and by means ol this arrangement
receives the lntest telegrams, which costs
him a dollar a day in gold. In this enter-
prise he is aided by gentlemen in this
city, and by the publishers of the locul
proess.

I think the Legislature slpuld aid Mr.
MeNeill with a liberad grantund thus en-
able the press to obtain those telegrams—
which not unfrequently contain thougzhts
which make despots tremble—with more
facility.

I do think that the Legislature should
subsidise the press of the Island in this
way, inasmuch as knowledge thus scat-

THE GOVERNOR'S SPEECH,

Every one in these days knows what
a specch from the ‘Throne—whether that
throne be regal or vice regal—means.
The sentiments which it contains and the
policy which it shadows forth are not
those of the royal or viee-royal speaker,
they are now well understood to be solely
the property of his responsible advisers.
If the specch be a good one, to them is
the eredit chiefly due, if it be a bad one,
the whole burden of the blame rests upoen
their shoulders. 'The legislutive work of
the session is in this speech drawn in
outline. It contains the ** good resolu-
tions” of the new Administration, and if
they ave not carried into effect it will be

to accomplish so much, or that circum-
stances over which they have no control
prevent them from doing the good which
they have determined to perform. Let
us see what these good resolutions are.
The tirst is that the Coles’ Administration
has determined to continue buying the
lands of such proprietors as still hold
estates in the Island. A very good reso-
lution indeed, say we, and one which we
would expect from the party which had
the honor ol initiating the land purchase
policy on the Island. The means by
which to attain so desirable an end are
recommended to the scrious considera-
tion of the gentlemen composing both
branches of the legislature.  'I'his meuns,
we rather think, a Loan Bill. Now if the
Lmperial guarantee for a loan could be
procured, orif we could borrow the need-
ful funds on the unsupported eredit of the
Island, in the money market at Home, at
a reasonable rate of interest, the business
of making frecholders of our tenants
would, in our opinion, be much more
easily and speedily perforted than it has
hitherto been.  Some people may laugh
at the idea of our getting the Imperial
guarantee for the loan of any considerable
sum of money; but as tnut guarantee
was very nearly securad the first time an
attempt was made to procure it, who
kunows but that we may succeed in get-
ting it when the trial is again made, It
we had the honor of sitting in places of
authority afnong th of tne land,
we would advocate mak the attempt.,
Lne success of that attempt would bene-
fit @ great many worthy people, aud its
failure could do injury to no one.

The next matter which the Government
has resolved to mend is the
Law, W tully expected that the Leader
ot the Govirnment would wake strenu-
ous endeavors to render more citicient
that system ot gencral education, the -
troduction of wailel, tn a DBiitish Ameri-
can Colony, hus done so much towards
building up his reputation as a politician,
not only in this, but in the neighboring
colomwes,  Tne matter is a difficult one
to scttle to the satistaction of all con-
cerned, It must be dealt with by a
delicate, yet bold hand.™ In applying the
necessary remedies to our discased and
paralyzed  Edueational System, the state
piysician must possess the hand of a
lady and the heart ot a lion. It will be
found impossible to fulfil the unreason-
able expectations of many,but if the pre-
sent Government can  devise a  good |
woiking measure, we are quite satisfied |
that the people in general will consider
it a very great boon, and will look upon
its framers as their greatest benefuactors.
From our heart we wish the Government
success in this important undertaking.

Whether the hint about the develop-
ment of local industry has any bearing
on the much vexed question of Bounties
to fishermen, we leave for time to unitold.
The Bounty question is a rather ticklish
one, and our legislators would do well to
steer clear ofit.  Our farmers are steadily
it slowly improving. Mud machinces are
doing more for the improvement of Agri-
culture in asingle season than the House
of Assembly without their aid could effect
in half a century.  **"T'he gods help those
who help themselves,” should be the
motto of our Island farmers, iskermen
and mechanies.  There is no doubt,
however, that a little timely well applied
state aid has frequently a very good etfect,
but the trouble is to tell when that aid
is timely, and where it is well applied.
We, for our part, are fully convineed that
for the one pound granted for the pur-
pose of fostering an infant industry that
has the desired effect, there are ten—we
had nearly written a hundred—so granted
which arc worse than wasted, %

The Speech concludes by directing the
attention of the gentlemen composing
both branches of our legislature to the
state of our highways. We rather think
that any one who travels a hen's race
from home at this or at almost any season
of the year nced not be reminded of the
bad condition of our roads. Yet it is a
question with us how fur this state of
things is remediable. Climate and soil
-—both of which have a very great deal
to do with the goodoess and badness of
roads in all parts of the world—are things
which the most able and zealous legisla-
tors can do very little towards changing.
It is a question requiring much thought
and a great deal of experience to decide
what proportion of the baduness of our
roads is due to ignorance and mismanage-
ment, and what to natural causes beyond
the control of any but the very richest
and the most enlightened of communities.
That the strects of our towns and the
principal highways in their immediate
vicmity should be put in the best possi-
ble condition, even though to do so
should cost the country very large sums
of money, does not admit of a doubt;
but that all the highways in the country,
or even the principal main post roads
throughout their whole length should be
made what would be called in some older
countries *‘ good roads,” would require

If they are casily made bad-—that
is where the traffic is modorate——they
arc as casily made good again. How-
ever, if our roads can be improved, by
[all means lct the attempt be made, but
'we very much fear that we and our chil-
dren after us for many generations will
be obliged to wade through lsland mud
in the Spring and Fall, and be forced to
swallow our respective pecks of Island
dust in the summer, to say nothing of
fiouncing through snow drifts and bounc-
ing into pitches in the winter, in spite of
the thousand and one theories we have
heard and reat about the improvement
of our Island roads.

It strikes us that the Governor's speech

is much more remarkable for what it
omits than for what it contains. We

| own to feeling more than ordinary curi-

osity as to what would be said in the
speech about Confederation,  To  tell
the truth we never dreamt that His Lx-
cellency would make no allusion what-
ever to this very important subject. We

| foreshadowed with more or less distinct-
iness in the Governor's Speech. Judge
| our surprise when we saw no reference
whatever to the Union of the Colonies
' from beginning to end of it !  What can
this mysterious silence mean? Is all the
talk we have heard of pressure from
without mere unfounded rumor? Have
no despatches been received from  the
Coloniul Office in Downing Street, pres-
sing the subject of Confederation on the
attention of the Government of this Colo-
ny, and containing. hints very difficult
to be misunderstood, that if we do not
speedily enter the Confederation of our
own accord,we will, in a very little while,
be forced to join it whether we like it or
not. Is it possible that this Islund is
left perfectly free, either to enter the
' new Dominion or to remain out of it as
its inhabitants think fit ?  Werather in-
cline to believe this latter conjecture to be
the true state of allairs,and we are heartily
rejoiced that it is so.  We would be very
sorry indeed to see the people of this
Island forced into Confederation. We
would infinitely rather see it left to the
people’s unfettered choiee whether they
will enter it or not.  ‘There need be no
hurry about the matter.  ''en or twenty
years, though a very considerable space
of time in the life of an individual, are a
very small part of the existence of a na-
tion. Before ten years have elapsed the
people of this Colony will be able to sce
whether or not it will be their interest to
unite themsclves  politically with  the
prople of the new  Dominion.
e given them to deeide, we have no
fears but that their choice will be a wise
one, bat if they were compelled to form
part of the Confederation a sense of in-
Justice would rankle in theie bosoms for
long years to come, they would be lynt-
eyed to discover the faults and disad-
vantages of the new policy, but blind as
moles to its virtues and advantages.
The Governor's Speech is by no means
a briliant aftair.  Such specenes seldom
or never are, but that it contains the pro-
mise of much sonnd and useful legislation
we very cheerfully admit.

Trar the Protestants of Summerside are
much in need of a burying ground, is a
trath that must be admitted by every per-
son acquainted with this place ; and to us
it sees surpassing strange that they nave
not put forth a united effort to secure one
long cre this, In this respeet the Roman
Catholies here have set iomost commend-
able example to the Protestants, for though
they do not number near so many as the
latter, yet for some time they have had
their burying ground of two or three acres
in extent.  But how is it with the Protes-
tants?  With the exception ot the Episco-
palians, who have a small centetery at St.
Lleanor’s, none ol the other denominations
here have any such place which they can
call their own nearer than Bedeque or Lo
16 and in fact they have no claim  what-
ever on the buryigg ground in these local-
ities, and ave only permitted to bury in
them ex gratia.

We think it is now about & year since
meeting was held in Brown's Hall to take
this matter into consideration, 1t was
well attended—most ot the leading Protes-
tiunts ot the town being present, and all
tully agreed that w burying ground should
be procured without deluy. Bat when the
question arose, what quantity ot land
should be procured, and Aovw should it be
obtained, there vas quite a vaviety of opin-
ion.  Sowe thought two acres sullicientin
the mean time, others five, and from that
we believe up to fiity.  Again, some were
ot opinion that subscriptions should be
vadsed and a picee ol land purchased for
the purpose, while others thought the thing
could be satistactorily done only by a joint
stock company. Finally a commitice was
appointed to take the whole subject into
consideration and report, and thus the
matier ended, and thus we believe it has
remained up to the present.

Surely we think that atter twelve months
congideration, the time has now come
when something ought to be done in the
matter.  We would then enrnestly sug=
gest that a public meeting of all interested
be called as soon as possible, and that a
subscription list be opened, in order to
vaise sullicient lunds to purchase two acres.,
But if'n suflicient sum cannot be raiscd at
present to buy two acres, then let them be
content, in the mean time, with one.
