Eleetors of ", K. Island, remember Newfoundland !
Remember Nova Scotia! The side issue set up by the
Islander in defence of the Government, is only intended
to blindtold the people, The acts of the Government
are so indefensiblo, that even hfe-long Conscrvatives,
and nearly every petty ollice-holder in the country, arc
among its most earnest opponents. We are not sur-
prised at the office-holders leaving the Government to
its fate ; for, like the sagucious rats, they have wisdom
vnough to alandon, in time, the doomed and rotten
ship. Their conduct, bowever, shows what is in store
for the Government. Never, since the Colony has
enjoyed a separate Constitution, has any of its Govern,
ments less to show of u satisfuctory nature, after eight
years of power, than the existing Government.  They
tound the Colouy some £358,000 in debt o be sure, but
this wus witer the Coloninl Building and several Light-
houses had been ervcted, the Free Education Act set in
operation, and a large quantiry of Public Laud pur-
chased. The Tariff was ouly 7§ per cent then, and
withough the Pablic funds were, for a short tune,
somewhat below pay in consequence of the hostilivy of
a knot of land and mongysjobbers, who always opposed
every measure forihe isproveinent of the country, yet
the fou sdativus of the prosperity of the vountry were
deep and strong by (he first Liberal Government,
aud the evidence of tho fact is 1o be found in the
existence, at the present mowent, of numerous banks,
No such monicd monoply ean obtain again, and Gov-
ernment scenvities will' always be cerwaln to command
4 premiam, or, at the very worst, they eannot fall
below par, uuless in the event of Confederation.
Well, surely. the Governmeut eannot tind mach of a
meritin having increased the publiec debt to £130,000,
and the tariff to 10 per cent.  Neither ean they boast
much for their donbtful improvement uped the Free
Education Act, nor take eredit to themselves for intro-
ducing the Land Purchase Bill.  If, indeed, there is
any werit in having been forced by the wenant troubles
1o use the good acts of the Liberals, in buying up
'roprietary Estates, of course they are entitled o it
If there is any sturesinanshep in baving squandered the
public revenue in useloss delegations, and in buiiding
burracks, ete., thefi'they possiss it; and if the attempy
to sell the couniry be a victue, then they are praragons.
But the Zslander appenrs to think that ull the money
spent in scewring e hollow and delusive Fitteen
Yuars' Purchase Bill; in bringing troops to suppress
the tenants; in building burracks and canteens, and
stables ; in supplying drunk and infuriated constables
with horses aud wagous, whiskey. crackers and cheese,
aud paymg them well for their trouble in harassing
