When it's hung to dry correct-
ly, a “miracle’” fabric blouse
needs only a fast touch-up with
@ cool iron. Put it over a shap-
ed hanger to drip dry, with a
folded washcloth “‘pad” inside
each shoulder to  assure a
smooth shoulder line,

Ease out ruffling so that it
will dry in place and finger-
press seams, pleats and euffs.
