In Grenada the shocks were not so violent,
and the damage caused was not so great.
The water, as i1n St. Croix and St. Thomas,

first fell some five feet, and then it seemed us |

if a voleanic crater had opened under water,
forming & regular lake of builing water in
the harbor, while a strong sulphurous odor
pervaded the air. This shortly after subsid-
ed, when the sea rose to the height of about
ten feet and rushed in on the land, over-
turning houses in all directions and swamp-
ing a pumber of small craft which were at
the wharves. No lives were lost, the people
baving bad time to get out of danger.

In Montserrat ut 5 o'clock in the evening
the sea was without & ripple, when suddenly
it began to ebb end flow with astounding
rapidity, and at each euccessive vibration to
increase in power, finally reaching in its rise
to ubout 20 fect, and in incursions and recess
to about 150 feet, currying in ite retreat
boats and building muterial, walls and pail-
ings, rocks and stopes, trees, stumps, and
sufts, and assailing human dwellings and
their nmates. Several buildings were en-
tirely swept away, and the people, despair.
ing of safety, nearly all Jeft the town for the
hills. Many poor creatures have been render-
ed houscless and penniless —some having l:ad
barely time to rush from their places of abode.

One womau with an infant was washed
into the sea, seated on the flooring of ker own
house, but wae rescaed from a watery grave
by some seamen who suw their danger. As
an instance of the force of the water, an iron
truckwbeel weighing & hundred weight was
swept from a jecty on which it was lying
about twenty yards and into & house, where
it was afterwards found on the fioor.

In Antigua and St. Kitts it was uot felt nearly
as much as at other islands, in the forwer place
the water only rising some three feet, and doing
scarcely any damage. In St Kitte the rise and
fall were about six feet eight nches, and the
singular phenomenon was observed of a reef
rising out of the sea, and smking again. One
house was carried away, and 1wo vessels were
thrown on their beam-ends, but righted again
without sustaining any damage. The stores nad
all about two feet of waler in them, and the
stock ou the ground tiers was all wore or less
damaged.

Accounts have not reached us from Martivique,
Guadaloupe aud #owe other I'rench and Spanish
[slands, but it was thought improbable that they
hind escaped the general devastation.  The earth-
quake war feit i Cuba, several severs skocks
having been experienced aud damage done at S,
Jago. A few slight shocks were telt in Jamaica,
but no damage was done. At about the same
time the earthguake occurred in the other Islands,
a  singular appearsnce was observed in St
Vineent. The whole sky appeared to be tilled
with luminous weteors, darting here and there in
every direction, the phenomenou lasting some
three hours.

At Porto Rico the earthquake was alko severely
felt, and the hurricune did an immense amonnt
of damwage. The single buildings all over the
open country were hurled to the ground, some
uprooted and broken, aud alse all kinds of trees
to the very largest mze.  The towns of Fajardo,
Naguabo, and Yumacoa sustaived great loss in
buildings, particularly the last named, and not
one house was left univjured : unfortunately the
fulling of buildings, and materals lying about,
caused 8 great nuwber of casoalties in dead and
