Je can be well understood that his state-
ments regarding what occurred at public
mneetitgs cannot be depended on, when it
is observed that with my letter before him,
he attributes language to it which it does
not contain. He says :-

returned me to Parliament as blind partizans
or thoughtless boys. 1 am satisfied with my
opinion that they constitute as intelligent a
constituency as Canada can produce, and am
proud to be their representative.”

Now I will quote what I did say :—

*“It is notorious that when Mr. Davies ad-
dresses public meetings he pays no regard to
truth.- While his wild and useless spouting
isapplauded by a few blind partizans and
thoughtless boys, he is appavently oblivious
