When an inquest was proposed I did
not demur, but on the contrary wect 3o
Mr. Gill’s on the morning ot the 9th, pre-
pared w uadergo the most searching ex-
amioation, feeling confident that whatever
might be disclosed as the cause or causes
of the child’s diah, [ chou d be completely
exonerated. Certain members of the
tamily, however, were opposed to the
inquest, and I, deferring to their wishes in
this matter, did not insist upon it.

Since the child’s death I have given the
bottle containing the “ tablets” to Mr
Arthur W. Reddin, Pharmacist, Charlotte-
town, to be auvalyzed. His report slaies
that after caretul and searching analysis
Le finds but a sma'l amount of santouive
and hardiy o trace of calomel 1o each
tablet, and in Lis opinion six of those
tablets would not cause death in a healthy
child of from two-to twoand one half
years of age. :

In conclusion, I desire to recapitulate
by positively affirming what Iam prepared
to prove, that if this chill’s death was not
due 1o ratural causes it was not uue to the
medicine I gave to Mr. Gill’s ni ce for it
on Friday, Augnst Tth.

IDENTIFYING ONES WHEEL.

A simple device for concealing a private
mark on one’s wheel is suggested bv the
chief detective of a wheelmen’
company. Inthe eventcf the
wheel the identification of
known only to the rider,
prnnf of ownersh p-

This plan is that every owner of
cycle should have a private mark upon
his whee!, but o concealed that the closest
gcrutiny by one who does not know it will
fail to discover it. Iustead of a mark
upcn the saddle or saddle post, where a
thief would naturally leok tor it, he sug
gests that a portion of the enamel about
one inch square, be scraped from the
frame of the machine. After all trace of
the enamel has been removed, spply a
coating of grease, and, with a pointed
piece of steel, dipped in carbolic acid,
draw the initiais or private mark threngh
the grease. The acid follows the mark-
ing of the &steel point, while the grease
keeps it from spreading.
