eral increase in all other tax
rates. The property owner too
has suffered an increase in his

municipal tax burden.

“The second general observation
is that quick relief from this load
does not seem to be in the cards”
Mr. Perry said. “The larges*
single item in the Federal budget,
defence, according to the most
authoritative information, can go
on at the rate of $2 billion, or
slightly less, as long as there is
a cold- war and as long as we
are prepared to play our part in
meeting it, and it is a desperate-
ly costly game. Our defence bili,
for example is almost as much
as the expenditures of all the
provinces and municipalities to-
gether. Here is an even more
startling statement we  will
spend about as much on military
aircraft each year, as we are
spending on educating our child-
ren. These are hard, cold and
tragic figures, but we have put
our hand to it and there is no
turning back.

Furthermore, even if the Inter-
national position did ease enough
to allow some reduction in federal
taxes, it is almost certain that the
provinces and municipalities would
step in to take up the slack.

There are all kinds of discoyr-

aging signs that the Atlantic’ Prov-|,

inces are a long way from the
happy position of solving pro-
vincial government and municipal
tax problems.

The comparison of personal in-
come per capita for the four At-
lantic provinces with other prov-
inces show the former at the bot-
tom of the scale. The national
average for 1953 was over $1200;
Nova Scotia was about $900. New

Brunswick $750, Newfoundland
$650 and P. E. Island slightly low-
er again,

While expenditure in all prov-

inces took 7.3 per cent of personal
incomes, in Newfoundland the fig-
ure was 13.7 per cent, New Bruns-
wick 12 per cent, P. E. Island 11.0
per cent and in Nova Scotia 8.9 per
cent. These are rather.discouraging
figures and are cited as evidence
of the magnitude of the challenge
facing government finance in this
part of the world.

TAXING RIGHTS
It is far from true that if the

federal government returned to
the Atlantic Provinces the taxing
rights relinquished under the tax

rental agreement, everything would
be fine. It would appear that the
tax rental mechanism precisely fits
your local needs, and there is every
reason to believe that the opport-
unity of entering into further
agreement will be available on the
cxpiry of the present ones in 1957.

The accompanying pictures show
‘lhe business section of Alberton
as it appeared about forty years
ago and the same section as 1t
may be seen today. The one build-
ing to be seen in the old picture
which still stands is the old post
office (first building on the right)
and it has been remodelled be-
yond recognition. The horse and
buggy and the old hitching pos's
have given way to motor vehicles.
Today no grass . grows on the
town’s main thoroughfare which

has been paved. Thirty-foot - poles
bear electric wires and stree:
lights. !

Let us look first at the old pic-
ture. Main street runs north and
south. From the first building ‘o
be seen on the west side of the
street, Albertonians, about the
time this picture was taken, re-
¢eived newspapers which told of
the outbreak of World War |I.
Here, 'in the years that followed,
many turned with eager steps Lo
receive news from their boys in
uniform. Here they mailed letters
and parcels which were awaited
with equal eagerness by the lads
in England, France, and Belgium.
During these years the postmaster
was Herbert Clark and his clerk
was Miss Bessie Miller (now
Mrs. Heber Hardy). The original
post office was located where the
Parish Hall now stands but was
moved to this building at the be-
ginning of the century whean
Alder Clark was postmaster. Her-
bert Clark succeeded his father
in 1902 and continued in this po-
sition until 1927 when he was suc-
ceeded by Robert M. Dunn.

Next is the property of William
Wells—his dwelling house and the
store in witich he sold grocerties
confectionery and soft drinks.
