Steel Controls Extended As Shortage Grows

All Civilian
Construction
Is Hard Hit -

OTTAWA, Feb,- 9 —(CP) —
Canada's deteriorated steel supply
situation has provoked new, hard-
hitting measures to curb the use
of steel for clvilian construction.

A sharp extension of previous
restrictions was ordered by Trade
Minister Howe today, banning
the sale and use of steel, without
government permit, on virtually
every kind of civilian construct-
fon, outside of homes and hos-
pitals and the oil industry.

Effective = March 1, a previous
curtailment on amusement con-
struction and other non-essentials
is extended to banks and broker-
ages, shopping and service centres,
hotels, office buildings, tourist
and trailer camps.
