sion, during the period bLetween 1877 arnd
1681 averaged 368 ships and 1,551 lives per
anuum, In 1882 the number of losses far
exceeded this average, amounting to 548
ships and 2,833 lives. Mr. Ciamberlain
pointed out that a great many of these
disasters were preventible, and suggested
that the law should be so altered as to allow
the widows or orphans of men drowned by
the proved default of owners to sue for
damages. One great causs of the increase
in ma-ine disasters is the over-insurance of
vessels, which is carried to such an extent
