EDUCATIONAL IDEALS,

Part II—How Is the Ideal Man to be Pre-
duced.

(Published by Request.)

Your attention has been drawn to the
unportance of ihe part that the body plays
in the human economy, not only with
regard to muscular force but also with
reference to the fact that through it alone
can the higher faculties of our being fiod
expression. The oft-qunoted phrase “Mens
sana in corpore £ano” suggests an ajpre-
depevdence of the mental
upon the physical. But does this appre-
ciation always finds dne 1recoguition in
educational iustitutions? Are the claims
of the body never overlooked? Are ite
requirements always considered? Have
there been no instances in which the lives
of children bave been clouded and marred
because proper atiention has not been
given to ruch matters 7 In our anxiety to
secure the best possible system of instruc
tion, is there not a tendency to accord to
them scant consideration? Ought not
pecaliarities of temperament, of orgavic
strength or weakness to be taken into ac-
count in attempting to develop and control
the latent capabilities of childhood ? One
boy has a weak and poorly nourished body
and an abnormally active mind. 1Is it not
little ehort of criminal to stimulate the
latter 7 He avoids all vigorous sports
because he dreads exposing his weaknese,
and fears the rough usage of his comrades.
Is it not ab-olutely needful to encourage
him to develop his bodily powers? If the
state assumes the duty of educating our
children, is it vot morally responsible for
seeing that this shall be carried out under
proper physiological conditions? There
are many difficulties to be met and con-
quered, but any system of education which
does not attempt to overcome them, which
fails to recognize the importance of secur-
ing an harmonious development of all the
powers which go to make up true man-
hood and womaunhood falls very far short
of what we may fairly expect.

Our school playgrounds, the encourage-
ment we extend to athletic sports are proof
that we not wholly oblivious to the claims
of the bedy. But granting that we provide
a certaia amouat of exercise for the
muscles, is this all that needs to be done?
I« due advantage taken of the opportuni-
ties afforded of developing the mora! qual~
ities through physical exercise ? Do we
realize that the Eonglishman helds the
rank he does in the world to-day not in
virtue of what he learned in the classroom
but because he developed certain moral
qualities, acquired mainly through exercise
in field sports?  Speaking in this convec-
tion, Kingsley says: “Woe to the class or
the nation which bas no manly physical
trainivg;. * * * “Be sure!
